2.  Because the Spirit of Life indwells you.  Romans 8:9-11; I Cor. 15:51-54
Romans 8:9-10  If – 1st class condition – and it’s true
Romans 8:11  




Salvation from: Penalty of sin      past
                             Power of sin       present
                             Presence of sin  future
Romans 8:10-11  My body has to die because of sin
I Cor. 15  Resurrection chapter in the Bible
Satisfied = Propitiated
Romans 8:11
3.  Because by the Spirit we put to death the deeds of the body  Romans 8:12-14
Sin causes bad deeds.
Romans 8:13-14  “You are on your way to dying..”
Romans 8:14 This is how you know whether you’re saved or not.
Ez. 36   Spirit is within!
4. Because by the Spirit you call God, “Father”  Romans 8:15-17
No Old Testament saint called God “Father”’
Romans 8:15 Abba was the term of a little child – Daddy. This is what Christ called out on the cross to the Father. The most intimate, dependent relationship available.
You have become that precious little child of God.
Romans 8:15-17
A joint heir – one child cannot get his inheritance without the other children getting theirs at the same time.
Christ doesn’t get His inheritance until we get ours!
Adoption: Greek and Roman legal term. As a child grew up he had no more rights than a slave until his age of accountability. But, when he was adopted as a son, he was told, in front of witnesses, what his inheritance was and what his obligations were.
Galatians 4:1  Child = nepois = speaks of a very young child or a baby.
Teknon = older child
Galatians 4:1-2
Galatians 4:3-5  Fullness of time – right in God’s economy of time.
Galatians 4:6-7  I am no longer a slave! I am an heir of God.
John 3	
John 8:34-35  A slave can be kicked out but a son never can. A son remains forever! For all eternity – Father, Father, Father.
John 8:36
Not only do I get all the glory of the inheritance but I get all the obligations of the inheritance.
Romans 8:17 Suffering because of our identification with the Father.
Romans 5   Hope that does not disappoint. 
John 15:18-19 If – 2nd class condition – and it is NOT true
John 15:20-22 If – 1st class condition – and it IS true.
Now they have no excuse. That excuse is like a cloak, covering their sin because they are looking at everyone else.
Hebrews 1:3   Christ gave us an exact representation of the Father, no more excuse!
John 8:28     He does always and only what the Father says
When the world looks at us, they know we’re different. We expose their sin. We take that cloak away! Suffering is a sign of salvation.
If – since indeed we suffer – 1st class condition – it’s true.
When Paul speaks of suffering he always takes your eyes off the things of this earth and puts them on the glory of Christ that awaits you in heaven.
5.  Because we have the first fruits of the Spirit in the hope of redemption  Rom. 8:15-25
Romans 8:18  Nothing here can compare to the glory there!
I Cor. 2:9   No eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived what God has prepared for those who love Him, but God has revealed it to us by His Spirit.
Romans 8:19-22  Creation groans and we groan all because of sin. “Cursed is the earth” . Genesis 3:17
Creation moved from the major key to the minor key.
Is. 65:24-25
Is. 11:7-10
Eph. 1:13-14  Holy Spirit of promise – guarantee – pledge.
Matt. 19:28-30
I Cor. 6:1-3  The saints will judge the world!
Our inheritance – ruling with Him!
Matthew 19:28 We will rule over the 12 tribes of Israel
Romans 8:23-25  We eagerly wait!	
6.  Because the Spirit helps our weaknesses  Romans 8:26-30
We can persevere until that day comes. Prayer is the only infirmity Paul mentions. We don’t know how to pray, yet the Spirit intercedes for me. 
7.  Because God the Father and God the Son love us.  Romans 8:31-39
Nothing will ever, can ever separate us from the love of God.
