Jesus Christ brings us a new relationship.

Key word in Romans 8: Spirit of God – used 20 times in this chapter

Romans 8

Shows us our sanctification and security in:

· Suffering

· Weakness

· Trials

by the Holy Spirit who makes us sons of God.

Review:
Romans 5  We have moved from the federal headship of Adam to the federal headship of Christ through a covenant relationship.

Romans 6  We have entered into a new relationship through the death of the old man which made me dead to sins’ power/reign.

Romans 7  This death made me dead to the law’s reign, power and dominion.

Romans 8  Relationships available to us now, have changed

Romans 8:

1-11 Relationship in the Spirit under the domain of the Spirit

12-17 Relationship of utmost intimacy as sons of God so that we can cry out “Abba Father”.

18-27  Relationship that sustains us in our suffering and in our weaknesses.

28-30  Relationship overseen and protected by God from beginning (our calling) to the end (our glorification). 

31-39  Relationship of confident assurance.

What does it mean to be under the New Covenant?

Romans 7   We died to the Law.  Is the Law sin? NO. It revealed my sin.

Was the Law the cause of my death? No. It is indwelling sin.

The Law is a covenant given to Moses, by God, 430 years after Abraham.

Galatians 3:23-24

John 1:11-13  Gospel came first to the Jews – “His own”

John 1:14-17

Exodus 24:3  Inauguration of the Old Covenant

Jeremiah 31:32  God promises a New Covenant. They broke the Old one.

Jeremiah 31:31  Divided nation – Israel and Judah

Jeremiah 31:33-34  I will put My law within them. They shall be My people.

Romans 3:21 – 5  Sins forgiven

Jeremiah 32:39-40  One…….

I don’t turn away from God because His Spirit is inside.
Ezekiel 36:26-27   (think Romans 8)

The New Covenant is that which makes us God’s people.

Malachi 3:1  Messenger is John the Baptist. The Message of the New Covenant is Jesus.

Matthew 26:26-28  Both Covenants were inaugurated in blood as was the Abrahamic Covenant, when God passed between the pieces of flesh.
Hebrews 10:14-17  Jeremiah is quoted

Abrahamic Covenant promised Jesus
Law – Old Covenant – Shows us our need of the Savior

New Covenant – Provides salvation through grace – Mediator is Jesus

Romans 7:24-25 Body of this death – freedom now and when we are glorified.

Romans 8:23

Romans 8:1 Condemnation: to pronounce sentence of judgment; to consign to destruction.

So why is there no condemnation? Because Jesus took our hell.

Romans 8:1-2

Romans 8:3  The law of the spirit of life – principle of spirit of life in Christ 

                      The law of sin and death – the principle of sin and death

Law – God’s Law

When Jesus hung on the cross, He was not a sinner – He was sent in the likeness of sinful flesh.

The Old – Law – has become obsolete. The Spirit “regulates” me.

Romans 8:4

“according to” – kata – domination, or under the dominion of.

So we walk “according to” the Spirit: walk under the dominion of the Spirit or walk under the dominion of the flesh.

“Walk” – peripateo – to order one’s behavior or conduct.

I can now order my behavior to walk correctly.
We will sin because sin indwells, but it will NOT be my habit of life, minute in, minute out, lifestyle of sin.
Romans 8:4-5 “Set” – present tense – keep on setting, directing….

Romans 8:6  Peace with God is reconciliation

Romans 8:7 As a Christian I am able to keep the Law and I’m able to subject myself to God.

Romans 8:8-9  Flesh cannot please God.

Romans 5:5  We rejoice and exalt in the glory of God.

Those in the Spirit are those that have the Spirit in them.

Romans 8:9 “If “– and it’s true – implied reality

Romans 8:10 The body is going to die, but the spirit lives on forever.

Romans 8:11  Spirit dwells in me

Romans 8:12-13 

Romans 8:14 We are the sons of God

Romans 8:15 No fear – no condemnation – no separation

So, are YOU a child of God?
