How do you know the Spirit of God really dwells in you? The answer is in Romans 8.
John 8:34
The depth of change in our life is in direct correlation to the depth of the knowledge of His Word.
If the Spirit of God dwells in you:
1. You will habitually walk by the Spirit. This is NOT saying you will not 
occasionally walk by the flesh.
2.  Your mind will be set on the Spirit.
You will find your mind subjecting itself to the law of God and 
you will walk accordingly. 
3.  Life will be given to your mortal body.
4. You will be led by the Spirit, you put the body’s deeds to death
5. You will be able to cry “Abba Father”
6. The Spirit will bear witness with your Spirit that you are His child. He will confirm your relationship to God.
7. You will endure suffering, but you will draw closer to God and NOT turn away from Him. The false walk away.
A Christian will not live a lawless life.
Overview to put Romans 8 into context with the whole book:
Romans 8  How the righteousness of God is imparted in our life. “Lived out”
Romans 1:16-17 The gospel reveals the righteousness of God.
Romans
The Righteousness of God imparted to Man
Romans 1-3:20  Righteousness needed
Romans 3:21-5  Righteousness imputed (Rom. 4:3-5)
Romans 6-8  Righteousness imparted
Romans 9-11 Righteousness rejected – The Jews have not attained to the righteousness of God by faith because they won’t let go of their self-righteousness.
Romans 12-16  Righteousness manifested
Romans 8 is going to demonstrate Romans 6:22.
A plumb line is a standard to show you what is true and what is right. Romans is the plumb line for the rest of Scripture.
Romans 6:22 But now having been freed from sin and enslaved to God, you derive your benefit (fruit), resulting in sanctification, and the outcome, eternal life.
Romans 3:21-5 God credits righteousness to our account.
Romans 6, 7 and 8 God produces righteousness. Righteousness is never by works; always by faith.
Salvation is never a product of the flesh; it is always a product of the Spirit.
Romans 7:4
Romans 8:1 If you’re going to walk in this new life with Christ you must KNOW there is never any condemnation because that leaves you without hope. Fellowship with God is broken by sin, but not your relationship. No condemnation from sin and no condemnation from the Law; both are taken care of in the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus.
Romans 8:1-2  law-principle
Romans 8:3 The Law could never make you righteous because of the flesh.
Romans 5:12 knocks out evolution and the possibility of Christ not being born of a virgin.
Genesis 5:3  Adam and Eve produced “little sinners” because they were made in Adam’s image.
Genesis 1:27 Man was created in God’s image.
Genesis 2:2 God breathed into man the breath of life and the Spirit of God was within him. When he sinned, the Spirit of God left.
Titus 3:5 He renewed us by the Holy Spirit.
Man sinned. Man has to die, but God makes His Son – in the likeness of sinful flesh- yet without sin.
I Peter 1:18-19


If Jesus had not been born of a virgin He would be a sinner. Christ deposed sin of its power on the cross.
Romans 8:3
Romans 8:4 “ Walk” – to order one’s behavior. “According to”: Kata- under the dominion of.
Matthew 5:17-20

The caterpillar can’t get off the ground; he is “earthbound”.
Romans 7:14-17  The Law wants us to live in the heavenlies, but I can’t do it!!!
Romans 7:18-20
Romans 7:20-24
There’s got to be something that can overcome this body of sin and death!!
When the caterpillar comes out of the cocoon, it now has wings to go “into the heavenlies”. It still has its body but now it has wings to fly.
I have the wings of the Spirit that can overcome gravity – the pull of the flesh.
Galatians 5:16-18  Walk by the Spirit and you will not fulfill – carry out – the desires of the flesh. It doesn’t say you won’t have the desires of the flesh. If you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the Law – you are born again.
Galatians 5:19-21 Those who practice – habit of life – such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.
Romans 8:5 The Holy Spirit is in you, if you are a believer, and He gives you the hunger for righteousness.
Romans 8:6-7 
Romans 8:8 Those who are in the flesh cannot please God. Why? Because only the Spirit can please God.
So you’re either in the Spirit or in the flesh.
