Sanctified sons suffer, but a Sovereign God controls it all so you can rest. There is NO condemnation and no matter the suffering, there is NO separation from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus.
Everything that comes into your life is filtered through the fingers of God.
Romans 8  Sanctification, sonship, suffering, and Sovereignty of God.
Romans 8:1 No condemnation Romans 8:39 No separation
Romans 8:1-13 Sanctified by the Spirit
Romans 8:14-17 Sonship through the Spirit
Romans 8:18-30 Suffering under God’s Sovereignty
1. But Glory awaits
2. The Spirit helps our weaknesses
3. But it will result in good (me in His image)
Romans 8:31-39 Separation is impossible because of God’s love or, Security because of God’s love.
Suffering is NOT because God has abandoned us.
· The gospel produces righteousness in the life of every human being it affects. The gospel is the righteousness of God revealed.
Romans 1:16-17 Power of God unto salvation. It delivers us from sin’s penalty and power.
Matthew 1:21 Jesus (the gospel) saves us from sin.
Romans 8 shows us how the gospel saves us from sin’s power and penalty.
· Those who are truly saved are no longer “according to the flesh”             (kata = under the dominion of) but “according to the Spirit”. 
Romans has the answer to this “easy believism” we have today.
· You still have the flesh (Romans 6 & 8) but its master, the old man, is dead. Our contest is not between the old man and the new man. The old man is DEAD!
· Although the flesh is there, by the Spirit you will habitually put to death the deeds of the body.
· It is the metamorphosis of the Holy Spirit that overcomes the gravity pull of the body of flesh and causes it to soar in righteousness.
“If we are walking by the Holy Spirit we are walking with ‘Spirit wings’ so we can soar above (overcome) the temptations of the flesh.”
Romans 8:1-2
Romans 8:3-4
Walk: peripateo – to order one’s behavior; to order one’s conduct
Romans 8:5 contrast is between the saved and the lost
You can be religious and you can do what you think is religious activity but it will always be “according to the flesh”.
Everybody in the church is NOT saved!
I Cor. 2:9 Spiritual truth is not discerned by the natural mind.
I Cor. 2:10 God reveals spiritual truths
I Cor. 2:11 No one knows the thoughts of God except the Spirit.
I Cor. 2:12 We have received the Spirit of God
Remember: You will have conflict with religious people.
I Cor. 2:12-13 We are speaking things not taught in human wisdom, but spiritual wisdom that only comes from God.
Let the Word interpret the Word.
I Cor. 2:14 Spiritual wisdom is foolishness to the world.
I Cor. 2:15 The worldly man cannot understand spiritual things.
My responsibility, as a child of God, is to appraise everything I hear according to the Word of God.
I Cor. 2:16 Who has known the mind of the Lord? We have the mind of Christ at salvation so our mind is set on the things of the Spirit.
Romans 8:6-7
2 Cor. 3:8,12 Ministry of the Spirit (New Covenant) and the Ministry of Condemnation (Old Covenant).
2 Cor. 3:12-13…..end of what was fading away. The glory of the Old was going to fade away with the coming of the New.
2 Cor. 3:14 
2 Cor. 3:15-18  There was a veil over their hearts; salvation removes that veil.
Transformed – metamorphoo︠ – changed.
Romans 12:2  Our mind is transformed so we have an appetite for the things of the Spirit. The more I satisfy that appetite the more I grow and mature spiritually.
Romans 8:7-8 Those who are in the flesh – “according to the flesh” cannot please God.
Romans 8:9 Contrast is between the saved and the lost
Romans 8:9 The Spirit of God inside makes you belong to Him.
Romans 8:10  Our body of flesh will die.
Romans 8:11  The Spirit dwells in every believer.
I Cor. 15:50-55  This corruptible will put on incorruptible. 
Resurrection said: “I will redeem your spirit, soul AND body.”	
Is heaven not sweeter because of our loved ones who have gone before?

Romans 8:13 die – present tense – habitual.

I Cor. 12:13  By One Spirit we were all baptized into One Body: Jew or Greek, slave or free – we are all baptized into One Spirit.
Romans 8:15 Why would a slave have fear? A slave could be kicked out of the house at anytime but a son could not.
John 8:34-35 The son remains forever.
Romans 8:16 We are children of God.
Romans 8:17 If children then heirs.
Sanctified sons suffer because they are living in an unsanctified world, but that suffering is under God’s Sovereignty and it will not destroy you but make you into the image of God.
If you’re a son you are sanctified. If you are a son you will live “according to the Spirit”. (Romans 8:18)
