Romans 1

Gospel of God

A. Introduces immediately (1:1)
B. Concerns God’s Son (I Cor. 15:1-8)

         (death, burial, resurrection and seen by many)

1. Promised beforehand (Gen. 3:15)

2. Born of the seed of David (2Sam. 7:16)

3. Declared with power to be the Son of God by (following) the resurrection from the dead (1:3-4)

Born of the seed of David shows His humanity – Incarnation

Incarnation: God taking on flesh – “carne”

God Man

Crucifixion was the purpose of the Incarnation. God could not, in His holiness, raise Jesus from the dead unless He had been totally sinless.

Phil. 2:5-11  This raising implies this exaltation. Since He died on the cross, God highly exalted Him. His exaltation was unique in that it had never happened to man or the God-Man. He came down to do what Adam failed to do. 

Because He is in heaven, exalted, it is guaranteed that we will be with Him.

C. Power of God unto Salvation

1. Jew or Gentile who will believe (1:16-17)

2. It reveals the righteousness of God (1:17)

3. Comes by faith – all by faith (1:17)

Received, maintained and lived by faith – NEVER by legalism
