Rom. 5:12  Because of Adam’s sin, death passed to all men. We all sinned federally and seminally (in Abraham’s loins).

Because Adam is a representative head (we are either in Adam or in Christ) we all die.

I Cor. 15:22

Covenant promise went to Isaac.

If you are in Adam then what is true about Adam is true about you.

If you are in Christ then what is true about Christ is true about you.

Man was given free will in the garden. If there was no tree of the knowledge of good and evil, then man would not have had a choice of whether to obey God or not obey God.

The day that he ate he started the process of physically dying. He spiritually died because God took His Spirit out of Adam.

Titus 3:5-7  He washed us in regeneration to renew us in the Holy Spirit.

Jesus could not give life to others until He died on the cross to pay for sin.

John 20:21-22  He breathed on them and said receive the Holy Spirit. Remember Him breathing into Adam the breath of life?

I Cor. 15:45  Last Adam – life giving spirit. He gives us life by giving us the Holy Spirit which we had lost in the Garden.

Rom. 5:12-13

Rom. 5:13-14  Death reigned/ruled from Adam until Moses. 

Adam’s offense: willful disobedience against the known will of God. 

Adam is a foreshadowing of a New Testament reality. He is a picture of the Last Adam. He was tested in the Garden. The Last Adam – Jesus Christ – was also tested and tempted by the serpent Satan, in a desert. He was conqueror over that temptation of sin.

We have two trees:  Knowledge of good and evil and the Cross of Calvary.

Covenant Theology belongs to every true believer. God deals with people on the basis of an agreement.

Abrahamic covenant: in Thee all nations of the earth will be blessed.

Gen. 15:4-5 …..so shall your seed be (as many as the stars in heaven)

Gen. 15:6 Believe – total committal of himself to God and to that promise.

Faith – total committal of oneself to God and to His Word.

Gen. 15:7-17  A smoking oven and flaming torch – God the Father and God the Son – coming down and walking between the pieces

Covenant = “beriyth” a compact or agreement made by passing between two pieces of flesh.

No condemnation now (8:1) because I am in Christ.

Rom. 5:18-19  Life to all men – Christ’s death was totally satisfactory to God.

Gal. 3:17-19  Why was the Law added? For the sake of defining transgressions…….until the Seed should come. The Law is temporary.

Having Christ as your Federal Head makes you righteous.

When the New Covenant came the Old Covenant left.
