Are you weighted down with your past? God has taken care of all that you were!!!

Romans 6:5

If – 1st class condition – and it is true; since.

In context of Romans, Paul is saying we shall be in the likeness of His resurrection: Present AND future.

Romans 6:6  Old man

Why did God unite us with Christ in His death, burial and resurrection?

So He could set me free from the slavery to sin.

John 8:34

Romans 6:7 Has died – not physical death – our crucifixion – death of the old man.

Who IS the old man?

All I was in Adam when I was under his domain – put away with. 

Old = used up, only good for the scrap pile. NOT a crucifixion that I do. I don’t put myself to death; God did that in salvation.

The Old Man is only used in two other places in Scripture and only by Paul, so only Paul can define it.

Romans 5   No longer in Adam, but in Christ.

Romans 5: 17-19  If I am going to have the gift of righteousness I must be freed from sin.

Romans 5:12-21

Eph. 4:22  “old man” has been laid aside

Col. 3:9     “old man” has been put off, the new man has been put on

Body of sin – as an instrument of sin.

Romans 6:12-13  Don’t go on presenting

Instruments – Hopla – 2 Cor. 6:7 Armor of God – refers to the pieces of armor.

Body of sin has been done away with, destroyed. It does not mean it has been annihilated. 

“Katargeo” – to render powerless. To release.

Heb. 2:14  Through death, He might “Katargeo” render powerless the devil.

Our body has been released from being under the power of sin.

Romans 6:6

The person that pulled my puppet strings – was sin. But now the puppet strings have been cut. “There are no strings on me”. 

Eph. 2:1-3 We lived in the lusts of the flesh.

Romans is telling you the old man has died. You are set free!!!

Romans 6:8-9 Death is no longer master.

Master – first time mentioned

Everyone has a master – sin or Jesus Christ

Romans 6:10 That death is a once for all death. You don’t go around putting yourself to death because it has already been done.

Romans 6:7 He who died is freed from sin.

“freed” – dikaioo – to be justified in a legal sense. It is a death that annuls all your obligations. Leave death in the tomb!!!!
The old man is like a power plant in a factory. The body of sin is like the workers in the factory. If you do away with the power plant you put the workers out of business.

Romans 6:11

Romans 6:12

Romans 6, Ephesians 4 and Colossians 3 parallel each other.

1. Romans 6:12-13  The imperative flows from the indicative

                                  The imperative is a command

                                  The indicative is the mood of reality

Paul is saying, “My command is based on reality”

2. It is only because sin doesn’t reign that it can be said, “Don’t let sin 

reign.”

3. He tells of conduct that is in accord with the condition

4. To say to a slave that has NOT been emancipated, “Do not behave like a slave,” is mockery.

Your master, sin, has died. You are no longer a slave to your flesh.

5. To live in sin is not speaking of the act of sin, but to have sin as a

moral atmosphere which our lives breathe.

As a Christian, you will no longer continue to live in sin but you will commit singular acts of sin.

This is NOT sinless perfection.

As a Christian, you will not live in a state, a moral atmosphere, of continual sin.

I John 3:7-8 the Son of God appeared for this purpose – to destroy the works of the devil. 

I John 3:9 No one who is born of God – perfect tense

Perfect tense: past complete action with a present or continuous result.

No one who is born of God habitually practices sin. It is not the environment in which he lives because he is born of God!

Why? God has crucified his old man, buried him and now he has been raised to walk in newness of life.
Freed from sins’ power.

I John 2:1-2 If – 3rd class condition: maybe they will, maybe they won’t

Sins – aorist tense – refers to an occurrence of something – not habitual
************************************************************
If sin rules over you and you feel like a slave – you have NOT been saved.

It is a fundamental moral contradiction for a Christian to still be living in sin to which he has died.

Romans 6:6-7 

Your identification in Christ makes you a brand new creature. I am dead, I am dead, I am dead………

Col. 2:8

If you would get the philosophy of what God has to say about your self image and go with it, you would let the worldly opinion go. “Forgetting those things which are behind.,…”

Ps. 107:20 He sent His Word and healed him.

Col. 2:9-11 In Him – made complete, made full, you were also circumcised with a circumcision made without hands – spiritual – in the removal of the body of flesh by the circumcision in Christ = your body as an instrument of sin has been set free. 

Col. 2:12  =  Romans 6

I Pet. 2:24-25  He Himself bore our sins in His body – substitutionary death.

2 Tim. 2:11 If we died with Him – WE DID!!! We shall also live with Him.

Gal. 2:19  Through the Law I died to the Law that I might live to God.

The Law put Jesus to death, He became a curse for us.

Gal. 2:19-20 I have been – past tense – crucified with Christ.

My death has already happened; I don’t do it to myself.

I Cor. 15:31 I die daily. I don’t follow the lusts of the flesh.

I don’t have to keep up that bad habit. It’s dead.

2 Cor. 5:14 The love of Christ controls us – shuts us up for one purpose.

2 Cor. 5:14-15  One died for all – therefore – all died.

I’m not going to live for myself, but for Him!

2 Cor. 5:16  you don’t look at me anymore, I am dead.
2 Cor. 5:16-17 If any man is in Christ he is a new creature.

2 Cor. 5:17 New things have come.

Where are you living?

_____________________________________________________________
Everything I was before Christ is dead.

Romans 8:28-31  God causes all things to work together.

Predestined = marked out beforehand

Why are you against yourself? That old man is dead. Leave it alone.
God, because He is God, will take everything that happened to you to work together for good.

Rev. 17:18  Before the foundation of the world, God called you

Ps. 139:16

God says the old man is dead, but He will take all those experiences to mold you and make you like Christ.

Phil. 3:7-11

Phil. 3:12-14  I press on to take hold of that for which Christ Jesus took hold of me. Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what is ahead, I press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me heavenward in Christ Jesus.
