WHAT ABOUT SIN AND THE CHRISTIAN?
Paul has established:	
1.  All mankind is under sin
2. God justifies man through faith in the redemption which is in Jesus Christ
He shows this apart from works, Law and circumcision. Paul anticipates the objections and perversions this teaching will bring up.
Romans 6-11  Paul lays down a series of questions and then answers them. (color each of these in Romans)
Romans 6-8  How are Christians sanctified so they do not continue in sin?
Sin:
If you are saved by faith apart from works and apart from Law, how are you going to control sin?
How is justification by faith maintained?
The Jews thought it was maintained by the Law.
Sin’s reign/power is dealt a mortal blow through:
1. Our death with Christ
2. The life/power of the indwelling Spirit
Romans 3:21-5  Paul showed us how Christ’s death for us delivered us from sin’s penalty and Paul shows us how we are saved by the Son who gives the Spirit.
Romans 6-8  Paul shows us how our death with Christ delivers us from sin’s power.
Romans 5:5
We are sanctified by God’s Spirit who gives us power over sin.
Romans 6  Our death freed us from sin’s power. Our death when? On the cross with Christ. “We died with Him”. (6:4)
Romans 7  Our death freed us from the Law.
1. The Law cannot sanctify a person because of the flesh
2. A man, regenerate or unregenerate/saved or unsaved, can never conquer the flesh through the Law.
Romans 8  Our life in the Spirit fulfills the  requirement of the Law.
Romans 6:1 (answer to 5:20)
Romans 5  Paul has shown them sin was in the world already.

Romans 5:20  Where sin increased, grace abounded all the more. There can never be too much sin that there is not enough grace to cover it.
Romans 6:1-2 How shall we who died to sin, still live in it?
Romans 6:3 Baptism is symbolic of our salvation. Baptism….united with.
Romans 6:3-4  Raised to walk in newness of life – whole purpose of salvation.


I don’t have to crucify myself – I have been crucified.
Romans 6:5  If one is true, the other is true.
Romans 6:6 Key verse of chapter 6 – No longer slaves to sin.
Romans 6:7 He who has died is freed from sin.
Who is the old man? All that you were before Christ. All that you were in Adam.
“Old Man” is used only two other places in Scripture.
Colossians 3:9 “Laid aside” – one point in time – aorist tense. The old man and you have put on the new self.
Colossians 3:10 …..is being renewed/renovated.
What makes me new? Now I have the Holy Spirit living inside me. What did I get rid of at Calvary? The old man.



The new self is a process!!
Col. 3:10-11  Christ is all and in all.
Eph. 4:1
Eph. 4:20-24  You lay aside the old man – you put on the new self.
Eph. 4:22-24  Your condition
Eph. 4:25-28 Since you’ve done that……New Conduct!!
Romans 6:6-9 The body – as an instrument of unrighteousness – is dead.
Christ is NEVER to die again.
Death is no longer master.
Romans 6:10-11
If I am saved and I do not reckon myself to be dead to sin, am I NOT then dead to sin? (Good question) I AM dead but I’m not walking in faith. 
If you are not able to walk in this truth, then you are probably not saved.
Romans 6:11-12  Sin is now my choice.
Sin must bring judgment because God is Holy, Righteous and Just.
Romans 6:12-13 Imperatives of faith – Commands of faith.
STOP IT!!!! God’s Holy Spirit is within. It (sin) is not the lifestyle or habit of the Christian. 
Romans 6:14-15 
Romans 6:16-18  Freed from sin
Romans 6:22-23  Free gift of God
Romans 7  When you died with Christ you died to sin’s power and to the Law.
Romans 7:4  The only way for me to get out of that marriage to the Law is for me to die!  The Law will never die.
Romans 7:5-6
Romans 7:7  Is the Law sin? No. I am sinful and the Law just exposes my sin.
The conflict in chapter 7 is between the inner man and the Law.
Romans 8:1 NO Condemnation!!  But God has to judge sin!
But as a Christian I am not going to live in sin. 
Romans 8:1-4  Our life in the Spirit fulfills the requirements of the Law.
Romans 8:1-17  Those according to the flesh and those according to the Spirit.
If you are walking according to the flesh, as a habit of life, you have not been saved.
The Spirit sets us free from the law of sin and death so that:
1. We walk according to the Spirit
2. Our mind is set on the Spirit
3. The Spirit indwells every Christian
4. The Spirit gives life to our bodies
5. The Spirit puts to death the deeds of the body because I am led by the Spirit
6. The Spirit bears witness with our spirit that we are the children of God.
“The ideal Christian life is not a constant battle with sin, but a victory over it.”
If you have never been set free, you need to examine yourself to see if you are saved.
