Romans 8:16-17   Suffering now – glory to come
Romans 8:17-18
Whenever you suffer: Remember – Glory awaits!!!
The greater the suffering – the greater the glory (Kay’s opinion)
Acts 5:40-41  They rejoiced that they were counted worthy to suffer
Heb. 11:32-35….others were tortured – obtained a better resurrection. That’s the glory that awaits.
Heb. 11:36-38	
Suffering is a gift that comes with salvation.
God does allow bad things to happen to His good people.
There is a faith that triumphs over trials, testings and tribulations.
There is also a faith that conquers in trials and sufferings.
Romans 8:35
Romans 8:36
Romans 8:37-39 In – not out of – all these things we conquer!
Phil. 3:10 That I may know Christ – and the fellowship of His sufferings
Apart from YOU, I can do nothing.
Fellowship – Koinonia – to share in common; two men in the same boat.

The Fellowship of His Sufferings:
1. He was despised and forsaken Is.53
2. He was rejected John 1
3. He was accused
4. He suffered physical pain  Is. 53:3
5. He bore our sins in His body  I Pet. 2:24

“Sometimes our suffering is just us, accounted as sheep for the slaughter and bearing in our body the sins of others.”
Is. 45:7
We tend to look at the one situation, evil, as the focus and we lose the whole picture: God uses it for our good and His glory.      Glory Awaits!!!
2 Cor. 4:7-9 In all of these things – we are not without hope
2 Cor. 4:10  Always carrying about the dying of Jesus; we are conformed to His death.
2 Cor. 4:11-12  We who live are constantly being delivered over to death for the sake of Jesus. Remember this when we suffer.
Death works in us, life works in you.
We suffer differently than the world – so they will SEE Jesus in us!
2 Cor. 4:15-18  We do not lose heart. Whatever the suffering, it is a light affliction compared to the glory that awaits.
“God, stamp eternity upon my eyes.”
Glory, not only for us but also for creation!
Romans 8:18-19
Romans 8:20-25  Creation was subjected to futility.
Our hope is sure and steadfast and it waits.
(Trees will clap their hands. Did you get that visual?)
Is. 11 & 12  Talks about what will happen when Christ comes back.
Is. 11:6-9
Heb. 2:5-10
*In suffering we can know that the Spirit helps our infirmity.*
Romans 8:26  weakness: without strength   help: to lay hold of
How does the Spirit” lay hold?” He intercedes for us with groanings to deep for words.
Romans 8:26-27 
God, knowing the mind of the Spirit, affects the true will of God.
I John 5:14  If we ask anything……..
Prayer is vital, it is absolutely essential.

*You are suffering, but good will result!*
You are suffering, you are going through trials! Those trials may be as a direct result of your witness for Jesus Christ or those trials may be you, bearing in your body the sins of others. In bearing in your body the sins of others, you are also knowing the fellowship of His sufferings.
God promises that that suffering will result in good.
Romans 8:28-30  causes = habitual continuous action.


Eph. 1:3-4 He chose me before the foundation of the world.
2 Timothy 3:15  Scriptures that make me wise unto salvation.
Gal. 1:15  When it pleased God.
Predestined: to mark out beforehand
Ps. 139:13  He knew me before I was formed in my mother’s womb
He takes all of that which was evil and He uses it to make me more and more like Jesus.
Suffering belongs to the sons of God, but glory awaits.
Romans 8:30 Those whom He called…..(effectual calling of salvation)
I am secure because salvation is of the Lord.
Romans 11:36  From Him and to Him…….
