Conflict:  the lusts of the flesh and the Spirit
If we walk habitually by the Spirit we cannot fulfill the lusts of the flesh. Now, do two natures imply then that there is a conflict between the flesh and the Spirit? NO. The two natures that they are talking about is an old man and a new man and the flesh in between, is the body in between. 

We know there is no pulling from the old man because the old man has died!! He died so well that he no longer lives.

What did that do to my body? It released my body from being an instrument of sin or a slave of sin.

It did NOT say that the desires of the flesh were gone. 

Romans 6:12  Do not let sin reign in your mortal body.

The problem is between the flesh and the Spirit.

Romans 6:12-13  Don’t obey its – the body’s – lusts, not the old man’s lusts.

Romans 6:12  Do not let sin reign – which implies the desires are still there.

Romans 6:13  Present your members to God as instruments of righteousness.

This parallels Romans 12:1 – present your members for God’s service

“The ideal Christian life is NOT a constant battle with sin, but victory over it so you can concentrate on serving God.”

II. Shall I sin because I am NOT under Law but under grace?

1. May it never be

2. Don’t you know that yielding/ presenting brings slavery?

Romans 6:12-13  You can choose what you want to do. They have a choice because they are free. Why are they free? Because they died to sin.

Romans 6:13-14  Sin shall not be master over you

Romans 6:14-16  Sin and death always go together. Obedience always results in righteousness.

3. You have been freed from sin’s mastery, now you are a slave to righteousness.    Romans 6:17-18

Freed from sin – enslaved to God   Romans 6:22
He who has died is freed from sin   Romans 6:7

If you are living in habitual sin – examine yourself!!
Continuance in sin as a habit of life is not consistent with being a Christian.

4. You have been joined to Christ to bear fruit unto righteousness.

a. Sin’s fruit is death  Romans 6:21-7:5  Benefit=fruit

b. We are to bear fruit to God Romans 6:22, 7:4,6

Romans 6:22  Kurieuo – master – Lord or ruler or to have dominion over

Wages – Military term used for giving soldiers their daily ration of fish.

Daily, daily, daily, you’re getting paid death!!

James 1:15 Then, after desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, gives birth to death.

Romans 6:23-7:1  Illustration of the law in marriage. There has to be a death for the woman to be free. 

In Jewish Law the woman cannot get a divorce, only the man can. 

Romans 7:3

Romans 7:4  You were made to die – not the Law, but YOU!

The whole purpose of your death was not only to free you from sin’s dominion and sin’s mastery over you but it was also to free you from Mr. Law. “Leave Mr. Law so you can marry Mr. Christ.” Now, how can you leave Mr. Law? Well, the Law can’t die so YOU have to.
Romans 7:4  The whole purpose of your “marriage” to Christ is so that you bear fruit for God.

Although I died to the Law – I live to God to produce fruit for righteousness.

Romans 7:5-6

Romans 7:6  Serve in newness of the Spirit.

Shall I sin then? No. Sin is not the fruit of my union with Christ, righteousness is.
