The cross, the gospel demonstrates the righteousness of God in dealing with sin.
How could God pass over the sins previously committed? Because God, who is eternal, does not see in time and He looked at Calvary. Every time, on the Day of Atonement, a goat was slain; He looked at Calvary. But sin had to be dealt with. God judged the sin at the cross, where, “He who knew no sin became sin for us, so that in Him we might become the righteousness of God. (2 Cor. 5:21)

Ez. 18:20 The soul that sinneth, it will surely die.
Romans 3:27-28
Justified: declared righteous
Propitiated: Satisfied

Romans 4  Abraham and David were justified by faith.
Faith is reckoned as righteousness apart from works, apart from circumcision and apart from the Law(4:13), which came 430 years later with Moses.
Romans 4:18-25  Faith is taking God at His Word.
Romans 4:23-25 He was raised because of our justification
Romans 5:1-2  Therefore, we have peace with God. We have grace.
Romans 5  Reconciliation chapter
All mankind falls into one of two categories:

Romans 5:19-20 Through one man, all of us were made sinners.
                              Through Christ’s obedience, we are made righteous.
Why was the Law ever given? So that we might see our sin in its entirety.
Romans 5:20-21
Romans 6:1-2
When I believe in Christ, I am crucified with Christ.
Romans 6 shows us our identification with Christ. An identification that sets you free from sin that sets you free from the Law (7) and that gives you the Spirit that enables you to live in righteousness; Who enables you to fulfill the Law, Who enables you to walk above sin.

Romans 6 -8  the newness of life – the Sanctification section of Romans.

Romans 6  You are freed from sin’s power
Romans 7:6  You are freed from the Law and it’s condemnation (sin’s penalty)
Romans 7  The Law cannot sanctify a man because of the flesh; therefore a man, regenerate or unregenerate, can never conquer the flesh through the Law.
Romans 8  Life in the Spirit fulfills the Law’s requirements
Romans 8:2
Romans 8:1  No Condemnation
Romans 8:39 No Separation
Romans 9 – 11  All of this is by God’s Sovereignty
None of us deserve to be saved. It is His mercy that saves us.
Romans 9  The Sovereignty of God is salvation
Romans 10  The Responsibility of man is salvation
Romans 11  Has God rejected the Jews? Oh no!
Romans 11:29  The gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable.
The rejection of the Jews is salvation for the Gentiles.
