Romans 5:1  “Therefore we have been justified”  Justification
Romans 8:1 “Therefore now no condemnation”   Sanctification
Romans 12:1 “Therefore…present your bodies”   Consecration
With doctrine comes duty. 
With revelation comes responsibility.  (12-16)
The Word of God never just lays out duty and responsibility; it has to be based on something.
Romans 12-16  the behavior that is based on belief of the first 11 chapters.

1. To the brethren
2. To all – no matter their state
3. To those who don’t like you, or who don’t treat you well (enemies)
B. 13:1-14  It is manifested in obedience
1.  To governing authorities
2.  To the Law of Love
3.  To the command to put on the Lord Jesus Christ
(Story of Marie Monsen)
Romans 12:1-2  
Romans 12:9-17 The whole time I’m serving the brethren, I’m serving the Lord
Isaiah 41:10 Fear not….. 
You and I are not to be afraid, that is actually an act of obedience, for God says, “Do not be afraid”.
The differences people see begin on the altar of consecration.

“Burning coals on his head”: the means to start their fire. Putting a burning coal into their basket would be helping them. It would be an act of goodness.
Consecration is manifest in obedience:
1. To governing authorities   Romans 13:1-2
Is a Christian ever allowed to disobey the government? If, what the government says would be diametrically opposed to what God has said, then I do what God has said BUT, I must be willing to pay the consequences; jail.
1. Governmental authority is established by God:  Daniel 2:21  God removes kings and He establishes them.  
Daniel 4:25  King Nebuchadnezzar  ….until you recognize that the Most High is ruler over mankind and He bestows it upon whom He wishes…
2.  To resist is to oppose the ordinance of God and to bring  condemnation on myself.
3. The purpose of government is to control evil.
Acts 4:18-20  Whether it is right in the sight of God to give heed to you……..we cannot stop speaking. 
Acts 4:29-31 
Acts 5:29 Ordered to stop teaching.  “We must obey God rather than man”
Being a living sacrifice, it doesn’t matter whether you are dead or alive, it is up to God.
We are to be in subjection:
1.  For Conscience’ sake
2. For judgment’s sake
3. And render what is due
“I don’t like the way the government spends their money”, That is not up to you!
Custom/Revenue:  import or export fees
Romans 13:7  Give honor to whom honor is due
What if the government brings down laws against the very rules of your Christianity?
Daniel is a good example. He lived under many different rulers from the age of about 16 to 80 or 85.   He was supposed to eat from the king’s table which may have been food offered to idols. He acted within the framework of the rules of the nation and God honored him.
Daniel 3   They would not bow down before the idol: that goes directly against the commandment of God so they disobey.  But they were willing to pay the consequence: burning in the fiery furnace, and God delivered. Yet, God does not always deliver.
Daniel 6  Law passed to trap Daniel: “You may not worship or pray to any other God.”  He continues his habit of life, praying. He is prepared to disobey the law of the Medes and the Persians and he is thrown into the lions’ den.

It’s not just doctrine, it’s duty.
It’s not just belief, it’s behavior.
