True worship has its roots in right thinking.

Romans 12:1 …..don’t keep on being conformed to this world…
The more and more you grow in the knowledge of God, the more you grow in the sober assessment of who you are, the more you grow in effectively serving Him,  the more you will have a character that is transformed into the image of Christ.

Three Key Relationships:
1. My relationship to God: I have presented myself to Him as a living sacrifice. This is a decisive act that inaugurates true worship.
2. My relationship to His Word: True worship has a right relationship to the Word of God. Romans 12:2  And do not be conformed to this world but be transformed….
Conformed: metaschematizomai – me is a negative in the Greek. It is a present, passive, imperative verb. Imperative means it is a command. Present tense means it is a continual, habitual action. Passive means the subject is receiving the action of the verb. Don’t be passive and allow the world to conform you to its mold. The “me”, the negative in front of it indicates that this is a process that is already going on. “Stop being conformed to this world, but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind.” It forbids the “continuance of an action” that is already going on.
It is possible, for a Christian who does not renew their mind, to be conformed to this world. 
“Conformed” has to do with an outward expression; a masquerade. Putting on a mask that is contradictory to what is on the inside. “Do not allow the world to squeeze you into its mold.” Phillips
“Stop assuming an outward expression which is patterned after the world, which does not come from nor is representative of what you are in your inner being as a regenerated child of God.”
This does NOT speak of your position in Christ; your salvation.
True worship does not allow the world to squeeze you into its mold.

True worship puts down its roots in right thinking so what has happened on the inside literally works through your whole being until it affects the outside. So that what is true on the inside, is manifested on the outside.
KEEP IT IN CONTEXT OF ROMANS 12.
If I am going to worship Him, I must worship Him in His way.
How do I know the will of God? By the renewing of my mind.

Transformed: meta morphoumai  Present, passive, imperative form of metamorphoo.  


The caterpillar takes a period of incubation for the sake of transformation, just like us.
(Kay’s book, “With an Everlasting Love”)
Present, passive imperative: a command, not something you can ignore. This is a command that follows presenting your body. It is going to be an ongoing process.
The more you devote yourself to this renewing of your mind, the more you will be changed.
Matt. 17:2  “Transfigured”.  All that glory that was inside burst through.
John 1:14
The glory of God shines more and more until finally when we see Him as He is, that glory will burst forth.
Renewing: a gradual conforming of man more and more into the spiritual man that God intends him to be as his mind hooks up with the mind of God.
Romans 11:33-36
I Cor. 2:16  
I Cor. 2:9-11
When you are renewing your mind you are shut up in the Word of God with the Spirit of God who is the Teacher who takes the things of God and explains them to you. That’s your incubation, your renewing.
I Cor. 2:11-13
2 Cor. 3:15-18   Paul is comparing the ministry of condemnation, death, to the ministry of the Spirit, the New Covenant.
Where do you behold, as in a mirror, the glory of the Lord? In the Word of God. 
2 Cor. 3:18 The measure of your beholding determines the measure of the Spirit’s transforming. It is true as long as there is an obedience of that beholding.
Col. 1: 9-10 …in all spiritual wisdom so that you may WALK
3. In your relationship to yourself: by having a sober assessment of your measure of faith and your place in the Body of Jesus Christ. Romans 12:3-8

You need a right relationship to yourself, honestly evaluate yourself in Christ.
If I don’t evaluate myself in Christ Jesus, I can go two ways: I can think more highly of myself than I should or I can think too little of myself than I ought to think and it will keep me from worshiping God in proper service. 
Romans 12:3  “I am speaking as an apostle now”
Don’t get puffed up in your own wisdom in your own knowledge and in your own gifts. Don’t go beyond what God has given you in grace. Don’t reason beyond the Scriptures.
I Cor. 1:30-31 Christ became wisdom for us
I Cor. 2:1-5  Your faith should not rest in the wisdom of men
I Cor. 4:6 Don’t exceed what is written
I Cor. 8:1-2 Knowledge makes arrogant; love edifies
Romans 12:4 All members don’t have the same function
Romans 12:6-8  “Gifts” charisma
Each one of the gifts is in locative of sphere: you stay within the realm of your gift.
Studying the gifts will give you the proper assessment of yourself in Christ Jesus.
God has given EACH believer a gift and they are responsible for the exercise of that gift.
I Pet. 4:10 Each one has received a special gift. EACH ONE
Speaking Gifts and Serving Gifts:  Two classifications
I am accountable for using that gift in the serving of the body of Christ.
I Pet. 4:11
Understand who you are in Christ Jesus!
