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Carnality: Having the mind of Christ and not using it; turning from the mind of Christ to the wisdom of men.	
Carnality produced:
1. Divisions (1:10)
2. Quarrels  (1:11)
3. Boasting in men
Paul addresses this fascination with the wisdom of men in chapter 1 verse 17 and carries it all the way through chapter 3 verse 17-23 and shows them it is foolishness.
I Cor. 3:18-21
4. Jealousy, strife and walking like mere men I Cor. 3:3-4 
5. Arrogance I Cor. 4:6, 18-19
6. Sin in the church I Cor. 5:1-2
Sin was not dealt with in a Biblical way because they were not operating according to the mind of Christ; they were carnal.
I Cor. 1:17 Paul did not persuade men through the cleverness of his speech.
I Cor. 1:18-19 The message is the power of God
I Cor. 1:19-21 “It is written” is in the perfect tense; “it was written and it continues to be true.”
The message of the cross is foolishness to the world.
2 Cor. 5:21 He who knew no sin was made to be sin…..  Crazy!!!
This “foolishness” of the cross transforms those of us who believe!!! It allows us to walk without condemnation, no guilt but freedom. “Follow me and I will lead you deeper into righteousness.”
I Cor. 1:22 
John 2  The first miracle and the last miracle: resurrection
I Cor. 1:23 Jesus either becomes a stepping stone that leads me to God and leads me to righteousness, or a stumbling stone that leads me down.
I Cor. 1:24-25 
Boasting in men
I Cor. 1:26-31  They were boasting in men
I Cor. 1:26-29  Remember WHO God has chosen…
I Cor. 1:30 What do you need the wisdom of the world for if you have the mind of Christ? The education that the world gives me I put on top of the Word and sift it through to see if it passes Truth.
I Cor. 1:30-31 What did Jesus become to you when you bowed the knee? 
Wisdom, righteousness, sanctification and redemption. How? Christ is in me.
I Cor. 2:1-5  The contrast of Paul’s example, walking in the mind of Christ and the wisdom of God; and the world.
Apollos was an eloquent speaker, but Paul was not.
I Cor. 2:2-4 Do you ever share the gospel and feel like an idiot? It doesn’t really matter how the message comes out just as long as it is His message.
I Cor. 2:5 
It is not the messenger, it is the message.
I Cor. 2:6 Mature – teleioi – to mature, to grow up, perfect; which simply means mature.
I Cor. 2:6-8 What is this wisdom in a mystery?
I Cor. 2:7  Glory- to give a correct estimate. God is in the process of restoring what we lost in Adam.
I Cor. 2:8 They in their human wisdom; if they understood what they were doing would never have done it.
Mystery: something undiscoverable by human wisdom.
Ephesians – the mystery of Jew and Gentile in one body
I Cor. 2:9  Heaven is not the context here; wisdom is. Eye has not seen, ear has not heard all that God has prepared for those who love Him.
I Cor. 2:10 God has revealed it to us through the Spirit
2 Cor. 3:16 When you come to know Him a veil is taken off
D.L. Moody:  ruined by the fall, redeemed by the blood and regenerated by the Spirit
Benefits of the Spirit that are laid down here:
I Cor. 2:10 The Spirit searches all things even the depths of God




I Cor. 2:11 No one knows the thoughts of God except the Spirit of God
But what did I get when I got saved? Believed? The Holy Spirit moved inside and He gives me that mind of Christ so I can understand God.
I Cor. 2:12-13  We have received His Spirit so we might know the things freely given to us by God.
I Cor. 2:14 A natural man is a man that does not have the Spirit of God.
Therefore, since he does not have the Holy Spirit living inside of him he doesn’t have access to the mind of God, the depths of God, so his mind doesn’t have the privilege of understanding.
You’re choosing men when all of these men belong to God!
“natural” – psychikos – that which pertains to the soul, life
“spiritual” – pneumatikos – breath of God, Spirit of God, comes inside of you and that’s what makes you spiritual.
I Cor. 2:14-15 
They, the world, can’t appraise you: all they have is the finite wisdom of man but YOU have the mind of Christ!!!
I Cor. 2:16 We have the MIND of Christ because I have the Spirit.
I Cor. 2:12 We have received the Spirit of God in contrast to the spirit of the world.
I Cor. 2:13 Because we have received the Spirit of God we are taught by the Spirit.
I Cor. 2:14 The natural man does not accept the things of the Spirit of God because he cannot understand them; they are spiritually discerned and he doesn’t have the Spirit.
The Corinthians were Christians, they had the mind of Christ, but they were not walking according to the mind of Christ, they were carnal, they were walking like mere men.
I Cor. 3:16 The Spirit of God dwells in you (plural)
I Cor. 6:19-20 The Spirit of God dwells in you individually
I Cor. 3:1  They wanted their “baba”
I Cor. 3:2-3  
I Cor. 2:6  We DO speak wisdom among those who are mature.
I Cor. 3:3-4  Carnality described. Walking like mere men and not using the mind of Christ. “Fleshly” reasoning and not the mind of Christ
I Peter 2:2 Desire the sincere Word
Hebrews 5:13-14 Solid food is for the mature who because of PRACTICE have their senses trained to discern between good and evil.
Put away the jealousy, the strife, the following of men, the enamorement with the wisdom of the world and get to know your God. Grow up!!!
