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Don’t be deceived: Don’t you know what God says?
I Cor. 3-6 Do you not know?
I Cor. 6:1-2 The saints will judge the world.
I Cor. 6:2-3 
I Cor. 5:3 Paul had already pronounced judgment on immorality
They have covered this sin up, and been arrogant about it.
What are WE to do as a result of being a Christian?
I Cor. 5:11 Don’t associate with them. Don’t even eat with them. Separate yourself from them.
Remove that wicked man from your presence.
A little leaven, leavens the whole lump. Sin does not stand still, it permeates the body.
We have been set free; we no longer have to live a sinful life.
I Cor. 5:12-13  We are to make sure the body stays clean. This church is a temple of God and it must remain pure.
I Cor. 3:16-17  “You” is plural
Deliver him over: put him back in the world and let Satan have him. Perhaps he will repent.
Second problem: they are taking each other to court and standing before the court of the world!!! This judge is an unrighteous judge, looking at two Christians and makes a judgment. By doing that, it is a slap in the face of Christianity.
The Greeks and Corinthians had quite a reputation for lawsuits.
God says: problems between believers are to be dealt with in the church.
I Cor. 6:4-5 
They are going to court to win a battle against a brother, but they have already lost with God.
Matt. 5:39-48 ….in order that you may be sons of your Father in heaven….you are to be perfect even as your Father is perfect.
Certain ways you are to judge and certain ways you are to BE judged.
Matt. 7:1 Context: Sermon on the Mount
Matt. 7:2-3 The way you judge determines HOW you are going to be judged.
He’s not saying I can’t get the speck out of my brother’s eye, but he says to get the beam out of my own eye BEFORE I can help my brother: examine myself.
Matt. 7:5-6 If I have a treasure, then I need to be careful who I share that treasure with.  Discern what’s in my own eye, but also discern who I give precious treasures of God to. (like the unrighteous judge I am dragging my brother in front of)
I Cor. 6:9-10  Do you not know….
Do not be deceived…..
Fornicators: porneia – fornication covers all aspects of sexual immorality. Yet, he wants to make sure we don’t miss a single thing because it is a matter of life or death.
Idolater: someone that puts something in the place of God
Adulterers: Can happen in your mind as well as in your body
Matt. 5:27-30 “looks” is in the present tense: Keeps on looking
Allowing that “eye” to control you or that “hand” to control you will take you to hell.
Matt. 5:30
I Cor. 6:1,9  Effeminate: they believe it means a male prostitute
Deut. 22:5  a woman shall not wear man’s clothing – she is not to wear those clothes with the intent to look like a man. That is an abomination.
I Cor. 6:12
Rev. 21:7-8 But for the…..abominable…..lake of fire and brimstone.
How do I overcome? Who are the overcomers?
I John 5:3-5 
I Cor. 6:11 Such WERE some of you. But you were washed, you were sanctified, you were justified: Indicative mood in the Greek: It is a reality. 
Romans 8:30-31 You should not come before an unrighteous judge; they will not inherit the Kingdom of God.
I Cor. 6:12 He seems to anticipate an argument that they may have.
I Cor. 3:21-23 All things belong to us. AND YOU BELONG TO CHRIST AND CHRIST BELONGS TO GOD. Don’t stop short!
Food for stomach, stomach for food. Body made for sex, sex for the body….
How am I to determine what I am to do and what I am NOT to do?
Lam. 1:8 Lamentations was a book that was written AFTER the Temple was destroyed by Nebuchadnezzar. 
The reason God took them into captivity and judged His own people, was because of their idolatry. Israel had played the harlot. (lifted up her skirt to every passerby)
Lam. 1:9 
A list of things that you can do to judge everything that you do so that you are found pleasing to God:
Ask yourself:
1. Is it profitable? I Cor. 6:12
2. Will it master me? John 8:34, I Cor. 6:12
3. Can I do this as unto the Lord? I Cor. 6:13; 10:31
I Cor. 6:14-15 
4. Can I do this with the Lord’s body?
I Cor. 6:17 But the one who joins himself to the Lord is one spirit with Him.
5. Does my body (tongue, mind, eye) glorify the Lord?
I Cor. 6:18 God has to judge that immorality 
I Cor. 6:19-20 You are not your own, you belong to Him
Glorify means to give a correct estimate of who God is.
“Everything I do, God is doing with me in His Spirit.” 
Do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit? Now glorify Him in your body and in your spirit, which are His.
