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The custom of Covenant:
These were foreshadows, pictures of truths that belong to us in the New Covenant.
I Samuel 18:3-4 Jonathan cut – karath=cut- a covenant with David.
1. Exchanged Robes – this was a picture of putting on your Covenant Partner because in Covenant two become one. I am taking on you and you’re taking on me.
2. Exchanged Armor – a picture of taking on each other’s enemies and I am now bound to be your protector.
Since we are in Covenant with Christ then He is bound to take on our enemies and we are bound to defend Him.
I Samuel 20:13-17 Lovingkindness is a Covenant term 
Psalm 106:15 “And He gave them their request but sent leanness into their souls.”
Covenant is a relationship that supersedes every other relationship on the face of this earth.
Jonathan’s Covenant with David superseded his relationship with his father.
I Samuel 20:42 
Psalm 105:8-15 The children of Israel were in Covenant with God so He was bound by covenant to protect them. God never removed that shield of protection as long as Israel walked in obedience to Him.
How to YOU treat God’s Covenant children?
I Samuel 26:6-11 David understood Covenant so he could NOT kill the Lord’s anointed.
Joshua 9:3-13 Deception through covenant. Israel was not allowed to make any covenant with the people inhabiting the land.
Joshua 9:14-15 ….and did not ask for the counsel of the Lord.
The land of Israel belongs to Abraham and his descendents under the Abrahamic Covenant.
These men know the degree of Covenant somehow. They had heard about Jericho. They are very wise, sneaky yes, but wise to do it.
Joshua 9:16-19 Israel made them hewers of wood and drawers of water.
Joshua 10:4-14 Do not fear them!  God fought for them! God ruled the sun and made it stop in the middle of the sky!
Acts 9:1-6  I am Jesus whom you are persecuting!! Why was he persecuting Jesus? Covenant: two become one!! God is bound for their defense. 
What if He doesn’t deliver us? It is for a higher purpose.
Hebrews 11:32-38 Others were tortured, not accepting their release…men of whom the world was not worthy.
Revelation 2:10 Be faithful unto death and I will give you the crown of life.
Romans 8:36-37 For Thy sake we are being put to death….
2 Timothy 4:16-18 He will stand with you and He will strengthen you.
What do you do when you are in a trial and you are confronted by an enemy?
2 Corinthians 4:11-12 We are being delivered over unto death for Jesus’ sake.
Many times God puts us in hard places so life might work in others.
I am to respond to those enemies in the way God would respond to those enemies. Christ is there, I will not fear what man may do to me.
Remember, He has something higher for you if He does not deliver you.
He does not forsake me, He carries me through.
John 15:18-21 “If” means “and it is true”.
“They do not know the One that sent Me.”
 Who is the Lord’s enemy? We have the world the flesh and the devil but it is the whole world system that is against Jesus.




The world does not love God and it hates Jesus Christ.
I John 5:19
Light dispels darkness, therefore the world will hate us.
Our temptation is sometimes to stand with one foot in the world and one foot in Christianity, that way it’s easier to live in the world. You can’t do that. The world is God’s enemy so we must stand against the world.
James 4:4 friendship with the world is enmity with God
2 Timothy 4:10 
When you become friends with the world (I John 2:15-17) and lust after the things that are in the world, you become enemies with God.
2 Corinthians 6:14-7:1  …perfecting holiness in the fear of the Lord.
You are to come to God’s defense.
Colossians 1:13 God has put me in His kingdom
John 17:15 Keep them from the evil one.
The moment you become a friend of the world you weaken the testimony of Christ and the world can’t distinguish us from the rest of the world and they don’t know where to run.
God will deliver us from the trial or take us through the trial.
Don’t play the harlot, stand for Him.
