The belt to a man was very significant because it held up his weapons.
Hebrews 11:11  Sarah received ability – strength 
Strength – dunamis – to bear a child. At the age of 90 God put His strength into Sarah in order for her to bear a child!
Act 1:8 But you shall receive power/strength/ability – when the Holy Spirit comes upon you. God gives us His strength and His ability.
2 Corinthians 12:7-9 But He said to me; Once and for all. I am telling you now, don’t ask Me again.
Perfected – tetelestai – it is finished
May dwell = tabernacle – the Word became flesh.
2 Corinthians 12:10 For when I am weak, then I am strong. I have a covenant partner. Strong = dunamis. I use the strength of my covenant partner which never runs out.
Ephesians 6:10 Be strong in the Lord and in the strength of His might.
Strong – endunamoo – root is dunamis. 
Isaiah 40:31 Those that wait upon the Lord…
(yep:next year Kay will be 80)
Mark 12:30  …with all your strength – ischus – ability, might, power or strength. He deserves ALL my strength and energy.
Revelation 5:11-13 …to receive might and power and strength….
He deserves ALL of my ability and strength.
We can’t give ourselves to the world because the world is God’s enemy.
