Covenant is an end to independent living.

Eight is the number of infinity, showing that this agreement is to go on and on.
Genesis 15:3-5 
Genesis 15:6 Abram believed God and He counted it to him as righteousness. Abram got saved!
Galatians 3:16 This seed was Christ! The promise of the Messiah.
Galatians 3:5 How are you saved? How does God provide you with salvation?
You heard the promise of the Messiah and believed, just like Abram.
Galatians 3:6 Belief – in the Messiah – righteousness – salvation
Romans 4:2-3 What does the Scripture say? Then that will be a true interpretation.
Genesis 15:6 He believed in the Lord: that word “believe” in the Hebrew carries with it the meaning of total committal of oneself to another.
The only way you know you are saved is by your changed life.
Matthew 5:20; 7:21
Galatians 5:19-21
True salvation, the Gospel, calls a man to total committal of oneself to another. That would be Jesus!
A knowledge that results in surrender to that truth and then an obedience in the light of what you see.
Luke 14:25-27  Multitudes are following Him, not just His disciples.
Is discipleship synonymous with salvation?
Can I get saved and walk any way I want?
Mark 8:34 If any man will come after Me, let him deny himself, take up his cross (a symbol of death) and follow Me!
Covenant is a walk into death! 
Deny himself: Aorist tense – Past
Follow Me – Present tense – as a habit of life
Sermon on the Mount tells us what heaven is all about. Only those that obey God, hear His word, poor in spirit……..go to heaven.
Matthew 7:22-23
Don’t preach an “easy believism.”
Luke 14:28-32 Before you build something, you are going to see how much it costs first.
Count the cost of salvation!!!! It is a TOTAL committal of oneself to another! You can’t come to God on your terms. He does not bow the knee to any man.
Luke 14:33 You give up your own possession. You don’t hold on to anything. Everything becomes God’s.
Mark 10:17  What shall I do to inherit eternal life?
Mark 10:18 No one is good but God alone. Jesus is God. You then see your poverty of spirit. You have nothing to offer God to earn salvation.
Mark 10:19-20 Jesus didn’t give him all the commands. He left out, “You shall have no other gods before Me.” His name is Qanna which means jealous.
Mark 10:21-22 Why didn’t Jesus say, “Just believe”? You don’t have to sell all that you own, but Jesus knew those were his gods. He wasn’t willing to forsake all so he walked into hell.
Mark 10:23, 26-30 All things are possible with God. 
Matthew 10:34-39 He who loves father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me…..He who has found his life shall lose it, he who has lost his life for My sake, shall find it.
Mark 8:35-38  
True salvation and discipleship are synonymous.
When you got saved, was there anything that you purposely held back?
Romans 8:16 
Genesis 15:6-10 
Genesis 15:10-16 
Genesis 15:17 A flaming torch and a smoking oven passes between the pieces of flesh!! That was God! God came down!!!
Unconditional covenant. 
When do we pass through the pieces of flesh?
The tabernacle was made after the pattern of the heavenly tabernacle.
The way you approach God is with worship and praise.
The priest could go into that Holy of Holies ONE time a year, and only HE was allowed in because he was from the tribe of Levi and was the High Priest.
Matthew 27:50-53 What was God doing? The Lamb of God was hanging on the cross! At the same time Jesus was on the cross and died the priests were in the Tabernacle sacrificing. The veil had been ripped in two from top to bottom!!!
Hebrews 10:19-20 This is our new and living way!!! He provided the way for us to go before God through His body, His flesh, the veil, the flesh of Jesus Christ, torn in two. We can go boldly before the throne of GRACE!!!
John 14:6
