Customs of Covenant:
8. They shared in common their blessings and their debts.
9. They changed names.
The first Covenant that God made with a man, as far as we know, is with Abraham.
Genesis 17:1-2 Thirteen years after the birth of Ishmael. 
Genesis 17:3-5 Abraham’s name is changed
Genesis 17:15  Sarah’s name is changed
We take on a new name after we become a child of God: we call ourselves, Christian. Christian means “Little Christ”.
Revelation 2:17  I will give him a new name
Evolution says man progresses from nothing to something. But the Bible teaches that when God created man he started in his highest form.
When man moves away from God he descends into a “Cave man” like status.
10. They have a covenant meal
11. You are now known as “Friend”
2 Chronicles 20:7 Jehoshaphat reminds God of Covenant
John 15:13-14 You are My friends if…..
John 15:15 No longer do I call you slaves…..but friends
God made a Covenant with US because He wanted to call us friends.
Will you be faithful to the cost?
Zechariah 12:10-13:6 The Jews wanted Jesus dead
Proverbs 18:24 There is a friend that sticks closer than a brother
God is NOT finished with Israel because He is in Covenant with Abraham and his seed.
That cut made closest to the sight of paternity was circumcision.
Genesis 17:9-13 In the Abrahamic Covenant, circumcision was the sign of the everlasting Covenant. 
Circumcision was always and only a sign of a heart belief.
Romans 2:28-29 The woman participates because she comes from Abraham also, so she is part of that covenant.
Baal Berith – Master of the Covenant. The Baal Berith was the administrator of the Covenant.
The 8th day, in the male, is the highest clotting time and that is why God chose that day to have the male circumcised.
12. Many times people erected a memorial or had a sign of the Covenant.
A sign points to something or reminds you of something. The rainbow was the sign of God’s Covenant with Noah and the earth.
Pillars, piles of stones, are set up all over Israel, as memorials.
The phylacteries are a sign of the Old Covenant. Those Jews are still there in the Old Covenant because there is a veil over their eyes.
Deuteronomy 6:4-8 The Great Shamah 
The Jews take this scripture and do something literal with it. But God did not mean that. He is speaking figuratively not literally.
Exodus 13:11-16 That firstborn is always a sign to your descendants over and over again so they don’t forget the Covenant.
When you were in Covenant you had to be willing to give the dearest thing in life to you. How faithful was God? He loved us so much He gave His only begotten Son.
Abraham was faithful to God, no matter the cost.
Genesis 22:3-5 …And we will worship and return to you. What a statement of faith. He knew God was faithful to Covenant and he knew that God had said through Isaac the promise would come. So if he went up and sacrificed Isaac, then God would have to resurrect Isaac from the dead.
Hebrews 11:17-19 Faith is not faith until it has been tested. Abraham was offering up his only begotten son. He received Isaac back as a type of resurrection. 
Genesis 22 is the first mention of “love” in the Bible. When God takes that word “love” in Genesis 22, He gives us the proper definition by the example of Abraham sacrificing up his only son Isaac.
It is also the first time the word “worship” is used. Love and worship go together. Love lays down its life.
Genesis 22:14 Jehovah Jireh – the Lord provides.
Genesis 22:11-12 
What’s in your hand? What’s the dearest thing in life to you? How are you going to hold it? Closed, or opened to the Lord?
