Galatians 3:6 
Genesis 15:6   Abraham’s salvation
Galatians 3:7-8  Those that are of faith are the sons of Abraham.
Justify: To declare righteous 
Genesis 12:3  Promise that the world will be blessed because of Abraham
Galatians 3:9
Galatians 3:14
Ephesians 2:11-12 Why were the Jews calling the Gentiles uncircumcised? Because circumcision was a sign of the Abrahamic covenant and the Gentiles were uncircumcised, therefore cut off from the covenant. We were strangers to the covenant AT THAT TIME.
Until Christ came the only way Gentiles could link into the Jewish nation was by becoming circumcised and following the Jewish religion.
Ephesians 2:13-14 But NOW, Gentiles have been brought near
The Law set the Jews apart in their worship and in their lifestyle.
God had set them apart. The “barrier” was the Law.
Ephesians 2:14-15 The enmity was the Law.
One NEW man = The body of Christ – the church
Ephesians 2:16 How has the Law been put to death? In the death of Jesus Christ which inaugurated the New Covenant.
Ephesians 2:17-18 The New Covenant gives us the Holy Spirit
Ephesians 2:19 No longer cut off from God
Ephesians 2:20-22 
Ephesians 3:1-3 Mystery – the fact that the Gentiles were going to be included in the New Covenant
Ephesians 3:4-6 Other generations did not understand this mystery
The promise is the New Covenant which brought death to the Old.
Ephesians 3:7-9 The mystery was hidden in God before the foundation of the world.
Ephesians 3:10  It is our responsibility to take this message of the mystery of Christ, Jew and Gentile in one body, the church, to the world.
Romans 1:16

Old Covenant
Exodus 24 →
Hebrews 9:16-22 Covenant is valid only when men are dead…..
Purpose of the Law? 
The Law was to legislate the lives of sinful men in order to keep them in line until THE SEED should come.
Deuteronomy 5:1-5 
Deuteronomy 5:27-29
Jeremiah 17:9 The heart is deceitful and desperately wicked
But the New Covenant is going to take away the heart of stone and give them a heart of flesh.
Deuteronomy 29:1 What we read in Deuteronomy is in addition to what was said on Mt. Horeb.
What are they? The blessings and the cursings.
Deuteronomy 28
Those blessings and cursings belong to the Old Covenant. They are blessings of prosperity.
Under the Old Covenant they approach God through the priests.
The priests were in the Tabernacle.





Exodus 40:1-2, 17 
Hebrews 8:5  This Tabernacle was a copy and shadow of the heavenly things.
The pattern is the pattern of heaven.
Hebrews 10:1-3 Their worship could never take away their sin
Hebrews 10:3-7 
Hebrews 10:8-9 He takes away the first (the LAW) in order to establish the second. He gives me a new way to approach God. How can He do that?
Hebrews 10:10-12 “have been sanctified” - Past completed action with a clear and present result. 
Jesus took away my sins and gave me forgiveness of sins. He gave me a new heart
Hebrews 8:6 The Old Covenant was good, but the New Covenant is better because it takes care of the problem: my heart!
Hebrews 8:7-11 
I John 2:27 
Hebrews 8:12-13 New in the fact that it is a brand new kind of Covenant.
When Titus came in 70 A.D, he destroyed the temple so they would not be able to offer blood sacrifices any more.
The Old becomes obsolete in that:
1. God is approached through Christ, not the Tabernacle. 
Heb. 10:19-21     Jesus is my priest!!!
2. Sacrifices are no longer necessary  Heb. 10:10-14
3. The Law is not external anymore, that’s why it’s obsolete
 Heb. 10:16, Ex. 36:26
4. You’re no longer under the blessings and the cursings of the Law. Ezekiel 36:27, I John 1:9, I John 3:9-10, Romans 8:1
