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Forever forgiveness; a new heart; life in the Spirit. The veil is gone and I’ve seen what the New Covenant is all about.
Galatians 3:9-10  The curse of the Law is death; you don’t keep it, you die.
Romans 5:12 All men come short of the standard
James 2:10 If I keep the whole Law and break one point, I am guilty of all.
Galatians 3:11-12 No one is justified by the Law before God. The Law is not believing in the finished work of Jesus Christ. It is me, trying to be as good as I can.
Galatians 3:12 You cannot live under faith and the Law. The only way to please God is by faith.
Galatians 3:13 
Matthew 5:17 I did not come to do away with the Law, I came to fulfill it.
II Corinthians 5:21  Jesus, who knew no sin, became sin for us. He took the curse of the Law; death.
Galatians 3:14 …we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith in Jesus.
Ezekiel 36:24 The mystery is Jew and Gentile, together in the body of Christ; the church.
Romans 11
Ezekiel 36:25-27   I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within you and I will remove the heart of stone….
If God is going to put inside, the power of the Holy Spirit, the power to keep God’s law is going to come from within: From the Holy Spirit. I will keep the Law because now I WANT to and I am enabled to.
Ezekiel 36:28 You will live in the land……
Galatians 3:14-15 We Gentiles might receive the promise.
If MEN will not set aside a covenant, then GOD is not going to set aside the Covenant. The New Covenant does NOT set aside the Abrahamic Covenant.
Galatians 3:16-17  The Law came 430 years after the Abrahamic Covenant. They have two separate purposes.
Galatians 3:18-19 So what takes care of them until the New Covenant comes? The Law!
Suppose they don’t see their sin, or their need to get rid of their sin?
The Law was given to define and reveal sin.
Galatians 3:19 Law was added for the sake of defining transgressions
Romans 7:6-7 Now, we have been released from the Law
Romans 7:7-8 I would not have known what sin was without the Law
Romans 7:9-12 
Romans 7:22 Can you be lost and concur with the Law? YES!!! But now you’re a lost man that knows something about the Law of God.
Romans 7:23-25 
Romans 8:1-2 There is NO condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus because the Holy Spirit is within me!!
Romans 8:3 The Law was good and righteous, but it couldn’t make ME holy, righteous or good. I am defective, not the Law. I have this body of flesh.

When you become poor in spirit, you realize you can’t keep the Law and that you need a Savior.
Galatians 3:19-21 God takes care of the flesh in the New Covenant.
God puts the Holy Spirit within and if we walk by the Spirit, we will not fulfill the lusts of the flesh and we are made a new creature in Christ.
Galatians 3:21-24 The Law is a tutor; it sets the parameters.
“Kept in Custody”: To guard as a garrison, to block the escape, or it protects outsiders from coming in.
Galatians 3:24-25  We are no longer under the tutor? Why? Won’t I become lawless? No. The Spirit will cause me to keep the law.
Galatians 3:25-29  Exchange of robes: I have been clothed with Christ.
The Old Covenant is made obsolete when the New Covenant comes.
