Remember Jesus said, “Except you eat My flesh and drink My blood you have no part in Me.”
Come and eat at the king’s table regularly. God bids us come and dine.

Saul ordered them put to death so Saul’s descendents have to die.
The House of Saul, 7 of his descendents. Mephibosheth was one of Saul’s descendents!
Because of the covenant between David and Jonathan, Mephibosheth gets to live.
II Samuel 21:7-14 …. After that, God answered prayer on behalf of the land.
Mizpah: The Lord watch between you and me while we are apart from one another. “I’m calling God to make sure this Covenant is kept.”
God saw that this Covenant between the Gibeonites had been broken and called them into account.
