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There is a need in each one of us to be part of a family, to belong. We were born to belong. We have worth. We have value. So much value that someone would pay a very costly price to bring us into, and keep us in the family.
They are a generation that hears with their eyes (and think with their feelings. Quote from Ravi Zacharias)
Ephesians 3:14-15 Every family in heaven and on earth derives its name from God the Father.
Genesis 1:26-27 Let Us make man in our image. God has a family in mind for man.  
Genesis 1:28 “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it.” He is calling them to make a family.
Genesis 19:31-32 Lot only had daughters, no sons. Lot’s daughters lay with their father and became pregnant. The Moabites and the Ammonites came from this.
Genesis 38:6-10 The duty of the Levirate has not been laid down yet but the understanding of family, of carrying on, is still there.
Genesis 38:11 Judah had no intention of giving his third son to Tamar.
Genesis 38:24-29  Tamar is pregnant……through Judah, and Tamar calls him out.
Perez is in the genealogy of Jesus and Ruth.
Leviticus 20:4-5 This man has not respected family and hurt them.
When you live here on earth, how you live depends on your father.
Leviticus 25:10  Each of you shall return to your family. God doesn’t want you out there alone.
Kinsmen: Close relatives. Someone in the family. That kinsman is going to pay to get my land back. If I sell myself as a slave, my kinsman is going to pay in order to get me back. He is also my protector. So I am never alone. I am part of a family and I have a kinsman.
Deuteronomy 25  That kinsman is also responsible for my family line to continue.
God is interested in us in the WHOLE of life.
Psalm 103:4 God redeems my life from the pit.
Psalm 107:2 He has redeemed me from the hand of trouble.
Jeremiah 50:34 He will vigorously plead their case…..
Ruth 2:1 Boaz was a rich man
Ruth 2:14  The kinsman is providing for her in her need for food.
Ruth 2:15 “Do not insult her” – protecting her
Ruth 2:19-20  This is his covenant kindness. He is our kinsman redeemer.
Ruth 4:3-6 He could buy the land, but he didn’t want to buy the package. He didn’t want the family that went with the land.
Here is a picture of Christ in Boaz. The One who wants to redeem us body, soul and spirit. 
Boaz will not get the property, the son, the child will get the property. 
We have a kinsman that came for the PURPOSE of paying the price.
Psalm 49:5-7 redeem: Padah = to redeem, but it carries with it the idea of exchange of one thing for another. It is more in the idea of the transaction.
Psalm 49:7 Ransom:  Kopher: a covering. Atonement is a covering. 
Psalm 49:8-9 The redemption of his soul is costly. Because he is a human redeemer, he cannot redeem my soul. Only God can do that.
Psalm 49:15 But God will redeem my soul from the power of Sheol.
2 Corinthians 8:9 Though He was rich, He became poor!! Jesus was willing to pay the costly price of your soul!
Ruth 2:1 Boaz was wealthy and he was willing to pay the price, even though it meant he ended up with less.
 Luke 2:52 He grew in wisdom and in stature and in favor with God and man.
God wants a family and YOU are His goal.
John 1:11,14 The Jew’s rejection is our salvation
John 12:23-24 For God to have a family, Jesus had to fall into the ground and die and man cannot redeem himself or others. So Jesus becomes flesh and blood.
John 12:27 Jesus knew the cost and it caused Him pain. The redemption of our soul is costly.
John 12:31-33 God so longs for a family that He raises up a kinsman redeemer.
Jesus suffers because WE suffer and we need another family member that understands!
I Peter 1:18-19 Silver and gold does not redeem me. Jesus’ precious blood does.
Matthew 26:3-46 Jesus HAS to buy us back because family is in the Heart of God.
Romans 8:29 Whom He foreknew – that’s you and me. We are being conformed into the image of His Son. Family LOOKS like family!
The firstborn belonged to God. Jesus is the firstborn among many brethren. We are part of a family and He was willing to pay the cost of our redemption.


Romans 8:14-15 Sons of God….family! Heaven is home!
Romans 8:16-18 Glory will be so much greater than this present suffering.
John 13:34 Love one another even as I have loved you.
You are never more like Christ than when you love each other like family.
Love each other, as Christ loves you!
