God’s place for you in the ministry of the church.
Ephesians is about the church: those who are in Christ.
Love is used 18 times in Ephesians, to show us that God, in love, predestined us as sons, placing us in the body of Christ.
Ephesians 1-3  Our position     Doctrine/Truths
Ephesians 4-6  Performance: How do those who are positioned in Christ Jesus live?   Duty
Ephesians 4 -5 Our walk in Christ Jesus
Ephesians 6  Our warfare  
“Stand firm”: hold your position
Ephesians 2:8-10 We were created in Christ Jesus for good works that God prepared beforehand for us to do.
Ephesians 4:1  “Walk in a manner worthy” – to have the same weight.
Ephesians 4:17  Walk no longer….. Romans 12:2
Ephesians 5:1-2 Be imitators of God and walk in love just as Christ also loved you…
Ephesians 5:15-17 Be careful HOW you walk….
How am I going to understand the will of God? By being transformed by the renewing of my mind.
Do you redeem the time? Are you careful with the time God has given you?
Ephesians 4:1-3 How God prepares us for those works we are to “walk” in.
Church – eklesia – “a called out assembly”
As you walk you are to:
1. Keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace Eph. 4:4-6
ONE Spirit: Every single believer has the Spirit. Eph. 1:13-14 We were sealed in Him with the Spirit.
	ONE hope of your calling. 
	ONE Lord: Jesus Christ is Lord, He is Master. We are not our own.
	ONE Faith: The Word of God.
	ONE Baptism: The baptism that places us into the body of Jesus Christ, the 
	baptism of the Holy Spirit  Acts 2:38
	ONE God and Father of all who is over all and through all and in all.

Ephesians 4:7 But, to each one of us……God sees us as the body, but He also sees us individually.
Romans 12:6    There is a grace that saves but there is also a grace that is given in a measure and way to each individual that equips you for the work of service.
Gifts of grace: charismata  I Peter 4:10-11   Employ your gift in serving one another…..so God is glorified.
Love serves others, not self.
Grace: charis
Romans 12:3-6  
Ephesians 1  Paul an apostle
2 Timothy Paul identifies himself as a teacher according to the will of God.
Ephesians 4:7-8 He gave gifts to men. When Jesus ascended on high, the Holy Spirit descended and was placed in us at salvation. When Jesus ascended He placed me in the body.
I Cor. 12:11-14,18 
Ephesians 4:11 He gave some (to the church) as:
Apostles – Prophets – Evangelists – Pastors/Teachers
Kai – can be translated as, “in particular”. This takes two separate gifts and makes them one. 
How do these gifts relate to you?
What does worship mean? It means to look at someone’s “worth-ship”
Jesus sent the Holy Spirit when He ascended into heaven at the Transfiguration.
Ephesians 4:12-16 God gave these gifts for: the equipping of the saints, for the work of service, to the building up of the body of Christ.
The whole purpose of you coming together as an assembly is to be under those gifts in order to grow up!! Protection for you NOT to be tossed about by every wind of doctrine.
Purpose of church: it’s not just worship but that you, in that time, are equipped for the work of service.
The church is not only a “feeding station” but it is also a place where you are “watched over”, equipped to serve and nourished.
Ephesians 4:11-12  equipping: katartismon – word used for setting a bone. If your fracture is going to heal, you must set it properly so it can grow back properly. So those things that have been “set wrong” can be corrected.
It’s also used to “mend a net”. Used for the realization of a purpose and the completion of that purpose.
Ephesians 4:12  ….for the work of service, to the building up of the body of Jesus Christ. A church is as strong as its members. 
A church is NOT the pastor.
Ephesians 4:12-13 
Keep the unity of the faith. Walk in love.
These four gifts have to prepare and teach me so that we, the body of Christ, are prepared for the work of service.
Ephesians 4:13  How well do you know your head, Jesus?
Mature: teleois – perfect, complete, mature
Maturity is achieving Christ likeness. 
Ephesians 4:14  We are no longer to be children.
The reason that the church is as weak as it is, is because they have not been rooted and grounded in the Word of God.	
Not just knowledge, but how truth is to be lived out in your day-to-day life.
