The church is not a one man show. It is not a place where we go, but it is a body.
The church is a called out group of specially gifted people given a ministry that is effective because it is energized by God.



The church was built on the foundation of the apostles and the prophets.
You would think of the apostle as planting churches.
The prophet comes with a specific message.
Eph. 2:19-22 The alien is one outside the church.
The church is a building that is never finished because it is built with people.
John 15:16 You did not choose Me, but I chose you…..
In the church we have a variety of gifts, ministries and effects and yet we are all one.
I Cor. 12:4-6 energema – effects. Those effects are produced by God using the vehicle of your body or your mouth.
I Cor. 12:6 Every child has a gift, ministry and an effect in his world.
I Cor. 12:7 Manifestation means open to sight. You can see the gifts in operation.
I Cor. 12:11 Your gifts are from God so pride should not be involved in your gift.
I Cor. 12:12-14  
Gal. 3:27 We are all one in the body of Christ
I Cor. 12:20 Every member needs the other. If we don’t have one another we are not getting the job done that God has called us to.
I Cor. 12:22-23 
I Cor. 12:24-25 The members should have the same care for every member.
I Cor. 12:26-31 
The evangelist says, Come (to the lost) and he brings the lost into the church. He is also going to teach the church how to witness. The pastor/teacher is going to teach this new believer the Word of God, as is the teacher. Now this new believer is going to need somebody to come alongside. That will be the exhorter and they will say, “You can do it, you can make it and I’m going to show you how.”
The exhorter is a people person. They are really interested in people. This is a support gift. This is an enabling gift whereas the pastor is an instructing/watching gift. It causes a person to say, “I can do it or I will do it”. 
Is the church simply a caring and nourishing station?
Eph. 4:11-12 The saints are equipped for the WORK of SERVICE!
So this believer will eventually serve the body of believers.
Your supernatural spiritual gift should be natural to you.
In order to get the job of the church done, you need the gift of leadership.
The gift of ruling or leading says, “Follow me, or let’s go, or let’s get the job done.”
As leadership says follow me, the administrator is going to get the details done because he has a plan that WILL get the job done.
Administration or government is directing/steering the individual.
This is God’s means of getting the gospel into the world, getting the new believer to a mature believer by growing him up and then starting the process all over again. 
John 17:4 I have accomplished the work you’ve given me to do.
The gift of giving: God uses people to finance the work of the ministry. This person gives the finances to enable the people to get the job done.
Don’t put personalities into spiritual gifts. God is greater than that.
Leading: proistemi: ruling. To stand in front, to stand before; to preside over, to wield authority but not in a dogmatic way.
Romans 12:3 Faith is taking God at His word. Believing what He says.
You think with sound judgment.
Romans 12:4 All the members don’t have the same function. If they did we wouldn’t get the job done.
The exhorter will be more on the practical application part and the teacher will be more on the didactic part of the instruction. But, we must ALL appreciate each other.
Romans 12:6-8 Lead, serve, and teach are present participles which implies a habitual or continuous action. 
You don’t need to be every member of the body because every member is complete.
Romans 12:8 He that leads, do it with diligence.
You would see them out front, saying to others, “Follow me.”
Used 8 times in the New Testament.
I Timothy 3:4,5 & 12 Lead is translated “manage”
I Timothy 3:4-5 Manage his household well: rule over
If he can’t manage his household, how can he take care of the church?
I Timothy 3:12 
I Timothy 5:17 Rule; same as manage.  They are to rule well.
Titus 3:8 “engage” is the word “to preside over, to rule, to lead”.
Here is a person who is supposed to be engaged in good deeds.
Titus 3:14  Even the people are to be engaged in good deeds. Evil should not carry us along.
I Thess. 5:12  “Charge” – proistemi
With leadership comes great responsibility.
Numbers 20:2 
Numbers 20:8-11 Moses struck the rock instead of speaking to it. The rock is a picture of Christ Jesus according to I Corinthians 10. Christ was struck once on the cross.
Numbers 20:12-13 Moses did not get to go into the Promised Land.
Deuteronomy 32:4 As a leader, Moses is saying God was right.
Deuteronomy 32:48-51 Leadership is lonely, costly and demanding.
If God has given you that gift you better use it with great care.
I Chronicles 13 & 15
They were supposed to move the Ark of the Covenant in a certain way and because they did not seek the Lord in a proper way, His anger burst forth.
If you lead, you better lead with diligence and with all the Word of God.
Leadership makes you an example and therefore God uses you for an example.
Administration: kubernesis – to guide, to steer, to direct. The administrator is the implementer of the job. He has the narrower vision which enables him to see the details.
The leader stresses more of the relationship with the people he is leading but the administrator stresses more the organization of the people.
The leader gives the purpose; the administrator gives the plan/procedure.
The leader is the captain of the ship, the administrator is the captain.

When you look at your leader you shouldn’t despise them for the vision because you don’t have it.
We are just many members, helping the job of the church to be achieved.
