The church is a group of called out people who have been given gifts in order to do the work that Jesus Christ needs done on the face of this earth.
If we didn’t have support gifts, everything would collapse around us.
I Peter 4:7-10 Serving: diakoneo – 
1. Each Christian has a special gift (s)
2. Those gifts are gifts of grace, supernatural, chosen by God
3. The whole purpose of every single spiritual gift is to serve one another
I Peter 4:11 Whole purpose of those speaking gifts is to serve. You are to speak the utterances of God so they have their basis in the Word of God.

The serving gifts are JUST AS IMPORTANT as the speaking gifts.
I Corinthians 12:22 The members of the body that seem to be weaker are necessary and those members of the body which we deem less honorable, on these we bestow more abundant honor….
I Corinthians 12:23-25 
Ephesians 2:8-10 ….created in Christ Jesus for good works….that we should walk in them. The Holy Spirit placed you in the body where it pleased HIM!
We are not saved just to go to heaven. We become His workmanship.
I Corinthians 12:12-14, 18 Baptized, placed into…God placed them in the body just as He desired.
The body can survive without the hands and legs moving, as long as those hidden members keep on functioning.
THE BODY OF JESUS CHRIST WILL NEVER BE BRAIN DEAD!
Each one of us is absolutely vital to the body of Christ.
We were saved in order to serve which is worship!
Giving: metadidomi  
Romans 12:6, 8 Exercise your gift!
Every child of God is called to give to the work of the ministry.
1. Obedient giving: the tithe and the offerings were required in the Old Testament but giving as God has prospered you is mentioned. This is like a maintenance kind of giving.
I Corinthians 16:1-3 
2 Corinthians 8:1-4 “Grace of giving” because financially, they were hurting. They gave out of their poverty because they knew that if one member of the body suffers, all suffer.
2 Corinthians 8:13-15 In the body, if I have an abundance, that abundance is so I can give to you. Don’t trust in riches but lay up your treasures in heaven.
2. Gifted Giving: this is just as much a spiritual gift as any other gift. It is a supernatural kind of giving. This goes beyond the obedient giving. This is a serving gift so this gift serves the body. This is forward giving as in it helps the body to move forward. They do not have to be wealthy! But you see money coming in and money going out. 
You are to give “without folds”, no hidden motives. It’s all right out in the open. You are to give with simplicity, without pretense, with singleness of mind. If you are giving in order to get recognition, this is not the gift of giving. It is something that you delight in doing.
Galatians 6:6 You give where you are fed spiritually.

This gift sets free the other members to do what they are gifted to do.
It comes along side another like a support beam. This is more the internal part of the body and is vital.

Gift of Serving:  diakonia – servant
I Corinthians 12:28-29 The body is NOT made up of one gift.
Romans 12:7 Stay in the sphere of serving (diakonia)
Acts 1:16-17
Acts 1:25 Diakonia is used for a specific ministry
Acts 6:1-2 Keep in time frame: early days of the church. They were having a conflict between speaking and serving and they could not continue serving and speaking.
Acts 6:3-6 These men were chosen for serving because the others were chosen for the ministry of prayer and the Word. This is the body working together as a whole.
I Timothy 3:8-13 This is the noun form of diakonia, not the verb. This is the office of deacon. These have to be apt to teach, so it’s not a speaking gift. The deacons free up the ones that have the speaking gift.
This is service in a very specific way.
Romans 16:1-2 Phoebe, who IS a servant. She has become a helper of many…
Helper: prostatis: a patroness, an assistant, one who comes along and cares for another.
Epaphroditus served Paul in a specific way.
Philippians 2:25-30
Ministered: leitourgos – a public servant. From laos – people and ergon – which means to work.
The gift of helps is like the hand in the body. It can do anything and is there to help to do anything the head is saying to do. They see anything that needs to be done and they do it. They see the broad picture.

The gift of serving is a gift that God gives you that has a special function within the body. In the physical body, the liver: it has a very special function by which it serves the rest of the body. They have a specific function or role in which they serve.
I Corinthians 12:4-6  Varieties of gifts, ministries and effects.
When you have the gift of service, you serve in a specific place and you serve well.
 If YOU have any one of these gifts, it is VITAL that you exercise your gift.
