In the New Testament, it’s almost like the gospels are to the New Testament, what the Torah is to the Old Testament.
The Torah lays down the law for them and how they are to live and then you come to the New Testament and we get all this information because the fullness of time has come and Jesus the Messiah has come.

John 1:14 And the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we saw His glory, glory as of the only begotten from the Father, full of grace and truth.

Acts 6:15 – 7:60  Paul shows up! (Saul)
Acts 9:1-18  Paul’s conversion
I Cor. 15:3-8   Paul calls himself, “the last of all, as to one untimely born”
Gal. 1:12  Jesus taught Paul Himself!
I Cor. 15:9-10  I am the least of the apostles
I Cor. 15:10 But by the grace of God I am what I am

So, we are opening the book (Bible) towards the end of the book in Ephesians!
How does Ephesians fit into the whole book?
Genesis 1:1-5  Ephesians takes you back BEFORE creation!!
Ephesians 1:3-4 says He chose us in Christ before the foundation of the world
Matter, Energy and Time were all present as the Spirit of God moves, hovers over the face of the earth. Gen. 1:2 That same Spirit of God that is hovering is the same Spirit that Paul is talking about in Ephesians 1:13 who seals YOU!
Genesis 1:26-27  Creation of man
Ephesians 5:22-33 God talks about us as male and female
Genesis 2:7, 18  God made a helper suitable for man
Genesis 2:21-25 
Ephesians 5:22-23, 31-32  The mystery
Psalm 119:102 I have not turned aside from your ordinances, for You Yourself have taught me.
Genesis 2   Marriage is instituted
Genesis 3:1-6  Eve listens to the serpent and believes his lie
Romans 5:12  By one man sin enters into the world
Ephesians is going to show us about our deliverance.
Genesis 6-8 The destruction of the world by God by the flood.
Genesis 9:8-17   God promised to NEVER destroy the world by a flood again.
Matt. 24:38-39  We are living in the days like the days of Noah
All the nations were born from Shem, Ham and Japheth
Genesis 12:1-3    Israel is NOT a spiritual entity, it is a physical entity
Ephesians 3:1   Ephesians is written to the Gentiles
Genesis 12 – 15  God makes a covenant with Israel
Genesis 15:5  Promise of descendants
Galatians 3:16  Seed, that is Christ
John 8:56  “Your father Abraham rejoiced to see My day, and he saw it and was glad.”
John 1:1-14  Messiah is the Christ, Christ is the Messiah
Genesis 13:14-15  Israel’s land was given to them FOREVER!!!

Genesis 15:18-21 God made a covenant with Abraham
Ephesians 2:12  At that time you were excluded!
Genesis 17:20-21  Ishmael is born but the covenant is with Isaac

Ephesians refers to the commonwealth of Israel.
Exodus 2:23-25  Israel has been in bondage for 400 years.
Ephesians 2 Describes our bondage
Exodus 20-23  Creation of the Law
Ephesians refers to the Law of Commandments written in ordinances
Ephesians 6:1-3 Mentions the first commandment with promise
Leviticus 11:45    Call to holiness of life.  “Be ye holy even as I am holy.”
Ephesians 1:4   Tells us to be holy
Isaiah 9:6 For a child will be born to us, a son will be given to us… Prince of Peace
Ephesians 2:14  He Himself is our peace
Isaiah 66:12-13  The Lord will extend peace
