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Eph. 1:15-19 I pray the eyes of your heart will be enlightened
Paul is an apostle, a Jew, called to the Gentiles.
Aramaic is the Hebrew language of the day;  they also had Latin spoken by the Romans and Greek spoken by the Greek!
Greek philosophers: loved knowledge.
Love- phileo  wisdom – Sophia   put together we get “knowledge”
Eph. 1:17 …knowledge of God
The Greeks wanted most of all to know themselves, but Paul prays that they would know God so they would know how to live which would empower them to walk in a manner worthy.
The Christians wants to know who they are in Christ.
I Cor. 1:17-18 …preaching the gospel not with cleverness of speech
Romans 1:16
I Cor. 1:19-20  Where is the debater of this age?
Acts 17:16-34  Paul’s visit to Athens
Aries is the god of war according to the naming of the gods of the Greek, according to the Romans his name is Mars. Hence, in Athens we have Mars Hill or in the Bible Areopagus. Acts 17:19,22 
I Cor. 1:20-21  Wisdom of the world doesn’t attain knowledge of God
I Cor. 1:22-23, 30 
I Cor. 2:3-5 Our faith does not rest on the wisdom of men but in the power of God
So how do we obtain the wisdom to know God? Through Jesus Christ.
All the hard work in the world will not bring you to that knowledge of God that only comes through Jesus Christ.
Why does Paul want his audience to know God?
Eph. 1:18  The hope of His calling…to follow Jesus!
Hope:  elpisis- the understanding of a confident expectation in something good. This is a settled confident expectation of good in the future.
Hope is not a wish with a great deal of uncertainty. 
I John 4:18
2 Tim. 1:7  Fear should be replaced with hope
Eph. 2:5-6 God has made us alive with Christ
Eph. 2:13 We were formerly WITHOUT hope! We once were far off!
Eph. 1:18-19  
I Cor. 1:18   The cross is the power of God
Romans 1:16
I Cor. 2:4-5 Paul’s preaching was a demonstration of God’s power
Eph. 1:19 
Eph. 1:20-21 God’s power surpasses all other power and we have been seated with Him above all that power so it really doesn’t matter what all that other power is!
No Greek claims that because he made the appropriate sacrifices to the correct god that now he has that same power. They made those sacrifices out of fear.
Heb. 4:16 
Eph. 2:1-3 We WERE dead in our trespasses in sin
Being a sinner makes you a child of wrath, which is what we WERE!
Rom. 5:12  Everyone born is a sinner. Through one man sin entered the world.

NO one can work their way out of the kingdom of Satan!
Titus 3:3 Description of selfishness; being consumed with self. I want some pleasure instead of doing what I was told to do and being obedient.

Eph. 2:2 Power: “Exousia” permission granted, the power to say yes or no
Eph. 2:2-5  We formerly…. BUT GOD!!! Something changed
Every sinner saved was just as much a wretch as anyone.
I Pet. 5:8 Satan wants to weaken, undermine, deny, attack….
I John 2:15-16 Do not love the world nor the things in the world…

Heb. 2:14  He rendered powerless…the devil
