Ephesians 4:3 being diligent to preserve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace
Ephesians 4:3, 13  “The unity of the Spirit”  “Until we all attain to the unity of the faith”
Eph. 4:1-6  God shows us our unity in Christ
Eph. 4:7 In the midst of the unity there is diversity. The Holy Spirit unites us into one body and it is the Holy Spirit who designates our individuality.
Eph. 4:4-7  But to each of us (individuality in this unified community)
God has given you a measure of an individual spiritual gift.
I Pet. 4:10-11  Each one has received a special gift
Romans 12:3-6  God has allotted to each a measure of faith….all the members do NOT have the same function. Since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us…
Eph. 4:7 But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christ’s gift
Romans 12:6-7 “If your gift is ______, stay within that sphere. Your gift isn’t ______”  
You aren’t every member of the body.

I Cor. 12:1, 4-6  All of this variety, but there is ONE Spirit.
I Cor. 12:5-6  Varieties of effects.  The gift is from the Spirit, the ministry is from the Lord Jesus and the effect is from God. You are just the vehicle and you are to operate in the measure of the grace that God has given you.
I Cor. 12:7, 18  ….for the common good of the body
Eph. 1:4-5, 9 God chose us…according to the kind intention of His will which He purposed in Christ Jesus.
I Cor. 12:13  
Baptism: Bapto, baptize
Eph. 4:8  When the Captor comes home, He brings everything He has won and He begins to distribute the spoils of war.
Eph. 4:9-10 Jesus is the one who has conquered death and Hades.
Eph. 4:11  Pastors and teachers    “and” – kai which links the two together; one gift, one office
Eph. 4:7-11    God gave these gifts for us to grow up
I Cor. 12:7-11
Apostles       Prophets           Evangelists          Pastor/Teacher




God did not intend this rule, this penance and ritual. Each individual was to know the truth for himself.
(aren’t you glad you already did that study?)

Evangelist teaches them how to lead people to Christ.
The prophet has this burning message from God that he delivers.
The pastor/teacher – you have this shepherd and teacher all combined into one.

Eph. 4:12  to the building up of the body of Christ
Eph. 4:13  Until we ALL attain to the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a mature man, to the measure of the stature which belongs to the fullness of Christ.
I Peter 2:2
I Cor. 3:1-3   I had to speak to you as infants, not as grown up people
Heb. 5:12-14 … by this time you ought to be teachers, you have need again for someone to teach you the elementary principles of the oracles of God… but you are still infants
Eph. 4:15  You are to grow up! Speak the truth in love
Eph. 4:14  The result of growing up is that you are not tossed about by every wind of doctrine
In church history there were people zealous for truth, but not doing it in love.
Pierre Viret: He was solid in truth, but he was not dogmatic to the point of controversy. 
“If I did not have the conviction that it was God who was pressing it on, I would never enter into a single controversy with a person.” The only reason I do it is to defend the faith. “We are going to be persecuted, but we are never to be the persecutor.”
Eph. 4:15-16 You determine the strength and effectiveness of the body by how you exercise your gift.
Arise oh church, and be what God has ordained you to be.
