Christianity is supposed to change your relationships and if it’s not doing that, then something is terribly wrong. Get back into the Word.
Rev. 22:12   Deeds follow doctrine
Eph 1:4-5  Ephesians opens up establishing our relationship with the trinity.
Eph. 1:13-14   I am now sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise
Our relationship with the prince of the power of the air changes. I am no longer under him, but I am seated over him.
Eph. 1:19-2:6 
Eph. 2:2, 4-6
We were once isolated and alone; we are integrated and no longer strangers.
Eph. 2:12
Eph. 2:19  I am now part of Christ’s body
Because you belong, you are never alone.
Christianity is about a relationship that once you step in, according to the kind intention of His will, you will remain in that relationship for all eternity.
Life is no longer individualism, but it is unity, it is community. So now, the way you behave is going to affect the whole body.
Eph. 2:19-22  This body is constantly being built up, getting new members.
Eph. 2:20-22  There is a unity of association
But, there is to be a growing up, a building up of one another in love.
Eph. 4:3-6  Being diligent to preserve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.
Eph. 4:12  ….for the work of service….building up of the body in Christ
Each one of us is responsible for the building up of the body by:
1. Sharing the gospel
2. Growing up personally and using your gifts
There is a body being built up, but there is also a body life.
Heb. 4:15
Heb. 9:22
John 4:42; 8:24
Acts: The church going into the world to body build
2 Cor. 5:20 
From Romans on to Revelation you have body life.
The epistles: this is the truth, live in the light of it
Are we too involved in body building and have forgotten body life?
Eph. 4:15-16
We MUST be involved in building up the body, but we must be involved in body life as well. 
“You cannot walk as the Gentiles walk: ‘It’s all about me.’”
We must live according  to Truth.
Eph. 4:17 This is relationship walking
Eph. 5:1-2  Walk in love
Eph. 5:8  Walk in Light
Eph. 5:15-17 Walk as a wise man/woman
I Peter 4:10-11 I exercise my gift for the benefit of the body
What do you spend your time doing?
Everything is about relationship. 
You can’t just live your life randomly. 
Eph. 2:10
Eph. 5:17  ….understanding what the will of the Lord is.
Eph. 5:18 Dissipation means, “Life out of control.” Living life on a whim is not an option as a Christian. You must be filled with the Spirit
This “Filled with the Spirit” is a natural thing if you allow Him to fill you, or you deny His control. 
Gal. 5:16, 25-26  To walk in the Spirit is to be filled with the Spirit.
Eph. 5:18  How do I live as a person filled with the Spirit? It is a continuous action going on.
Eph. 5:19-21 We are always giving thanks being subject to one another
Romans 8:38-39 
Eph. 5:21  It’s not a pushing each other around, but honoring one another
Eph. 4:16  
This Christianity is going to change my relationships because I am part of the body, and no longer thinking only of myself, doing my own thing.
Eph. 5:19  Speaking to one another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs
In the early church, they took the psalms and put them to music.
Eph. 5:18-19  If we did this and believed it, conflict would not come.
Eph. 5:22-24  The wife is to submit and respect her husband.
Eph. 5:25-27 The husband is to love his wife in a sacrificial way because that is what Christ does to the church.
This is Christ’s  relationship to the church.
Eph. 5:28-29  
Why don’t we hear about husbands loving their wives as Christ love d the church? This is how a man and woman ought to live in the body of Christ.
The way that a woman honors and respects her husband, determines what he will become.
Will you live out the Truth you know?
Eph. 6:1-3   Relationships of children to parents
Mark 7:6-13  Are you honoring God with your lips only?
You are to honor and take care of your parents.
Eph. 6:4  What is the parent, specifically the father, to do for the children? Bring them up in the discipline and instruction of the Lord.
Prov. 23:13-14
Forgiveness is possible because of your relationship to God.
Eph. 6:5-9  Slaves and masters
