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If we do not proclaim the precepts of God, and we are just keeping them to ourselves, then the world is going to overpower us and those that call good evil and evil good will let their voices be heard, while we sit dumb, with no voice.

Paul is ready to die; he knows his time has come. This is what he says to Timothy.
2 Timothy 4:1-4  Preach the Word. Be ready in season and out of season.
I Cor. 10:5-11  These things happened as examples for us, and they were written down as warnings for us. 
The nation of Israel, up to this time, had never really had any dealings with the world powers at that time.
The prophets were giving a “storm warning” that, if not heeded, would change the landscape of Israel forever. And the landscape of Israel, from the period of time of the days of Jeroboam and Uzziah, right up until 1948, Israel was impacted for all those millennium. Israel would never ever be the same.
Now, they are challenged every day regarding their land and its borders.
“You move in, you conquer, you move out all the nobility, wise men and leaders and then you move in people that have been conquered from other nations.” This is Assyria’s motto.
2 Kings 14:23-24  …he did not depart from the sins of Jeroboam son of Nebat, which he had caused Israel to commit.
2 Kings 14:25   Jonah and Hosea are the prophets at this time.
2 Kings 14:26-27   
2 Chron. 26:1-4  Uzziah becomes king at the age of 16
2 Chron. 26:5  The king is seeking God
This is a time of great prosperity for Israel.
2 Chron. 26:15-16   …but when he became strong….
There is a danger in pride. The most insidious sin we can get involved in, is pride.
Pride says, “I know better than God.”
Humility is bringing ourselves low, under the hand of God, and listening to what God has to say and ordering our lives accordingly, whether we feel like it or we don’t.  
2 Chron. 26:16   He was unfaithful to the Lord his God. Now, he thinks there are no restraints on him and overrides the commandments of God. Pride. 
BUT, there were priests that would not let him get away with it.
2 Chron. 26:18  You will have no honor before God
Anarchy is every man doing what is right in his own eyes.
Our plumb line , is the Word of God.
2 Kings 15:8, 11-12  Zechariah only reigns for six months. He is the last of the dynasty of Jehu. 
2 Kings 15:9-14 Shallum becomes king for one month, then Menahem comes to the throne and reigns for 10 years.
2 Kings 15:19  Now a world power is ready to come against Israel. Pul came against the land; the king of Assyria.
Under Tiglath-Pileser, 10,000 talents of silver are given to Assyria and they are appeased for a time.
2 Kings 15:27-29  This is the land that is around the Sea of Galilee.
Menaham was able to buy him off, but not for long and from this point in time, Israel will never be the same.

If you have a crack in your moral foundation, individually or as a nation, it makes you vulnerable to captivity or enslavement. 
Amos, Hosea and Zechariah were the prophets in the days of Uzziah.

Is. 1 – 5   God will show us the crack in the foundation.
Is. 1:2-4  Israel does not know, My people do not understand.  They were religious but not righteous.
Is. 1:10-18  I will not listen because your hands are filled with blood.

Is. 3:1-4, 8, 13   Their speech and their actions are against the Lord.
