A love that will not let me go, yet a love that will not let me stay in sin and get away with it.
Hosea 1:10 – 2:1 Is the glorious promise of the future
Hosea 2:2 Contend with your mother. She has walked away and played the harlot
With God, recovery is always possible.
Contend: rib – to quarrel, to be in a verbal kind of combat, to chide. Also a legal, judicial kind of way in a legal binding agreement in marriage.
Is. 27:8 You contended with them by banishing them, by driving them away…
Is. 27:9 Jacob’s iniquity will be forgiven
Hosea 2:2 It seems that it is at this point in their marriage that she walks out the door and abandons her husband and children
“Israel My Beloved” shows the history of Israel in 586 BC (Babylonian captivity) through Revelation in novel form.
Ezekiel 16:4-8 
Hosea 2:2-3 
Rev. 22:17-18 …..one who is thirsty come…the water of life… God’s last invitation.
Jer. 2:13 They have forsaken me, the fountain of living waters….
Hosea 2:4-5 No compassion on her children. Lo-ruhamah – no compassion
Hosea 2:5 She has acted shamefully
Hosea 2:5-6 Therefore: a term of conclusion, ……
Thorns: anyone that comes after her will get hurt.
Brick wall: blocking
God is doing this to her: Oh Love That Will Not Let Me Go
Hosea 2:6-7 
John 4:14 I will give you water so that you will never thirst again
Hosea 2:7 Then she will say, “I will go back to my first husband for it was better for me then, than now.” Not because it was right, but because I am better off with him there than I am out here.
Heb. 12:5-6 Do not regard lightly the discipline of the Lord
Discipline: Paideia: an instruction and an application. It is a restraining, a spanking
Scourge: to inflict pain
Heb. 12:7-8  It is for discipline that you endure; God deals with you as sons
“If you can walk away from Christianity with no regret, you have walked away from a profession, not a relationship.”
Infidelity HAS to be dealt with so it doesn’t grow and the chains get stronger.
Hosea 2:6-8 She does not know that it was I that gave her the grain, new wine and oil….
Psalm 103:19 God’s sovereignty rules over all
I Cor. 4:7 What do you have that you did not receive? 
Job 33:4 God gives us breath
James 1:16-17 Do not be deceived; every good thing given and every perfect gift is from above…
Matt. 5:44-45 He causes His sun to rise on the evil and the good and sends rain on the righteous and the unrighteous.
Hosea 2:8 She takes what God gives her and gives it to a statue.
Is. 45:5-6 There is only One and His name is Jehovah: the I Am that I Am
We take what God gives us and we spend it on our idols.
Col. 3:5 Greed is idolatry
Hosea 2:8-9 Therefore, I will take back My grain, My wool, My flax
Hosea 2:10 Then I will uncover her lewdness. No one can rescue her
Lewdness: nablut – withered state. So she looks like an anorexic person 
Hosea 2:9-10 
Lev. 26:3-8 There will always be something to eat. You will live securely in your land. No enemy is going to come and march through your land. 
God can say this because He is Sovereign and He rules over ALL. Life, death, nations, crops….
Lev. 26:9-10  Abundance
Lev. 26:18-22  NO ABUNDANCE if……..
Hosea 2:11-12  These are MY wages that MY lovers have given ME. But God will make them a forest and the beasts of the field will eat them. I will punish them.
Prov. 3:12 Whom the Lord loves, He chastens.
Hosea 2:13 
Ez. 16:11-12 She takes that jewelry her husband gave her, and she adorns herself for her lovers
James 4:4 Friendship with the world is enmity with God.
What do we do with our time? Our money?  Where do we spend it?
Oh God, I want no one but You, everything I have and am is because of You.
Hosea 2:14 I will allure her, bring her into the wilderness and I will speak kindly to her. “I will speak upon her heart”
Hosea 2:15-16 Then I will give her……

Ishi – my husband
Baali – my master 
Hosea 2:2 She is NOT my wife and I am NOT her husband
Hosea 2:16-17  It’s past, it’s gone, we aren’t going to talk about it anymore
Hosea 2:18-20 No more war… I will betroth you to Me in faithfulness 
Micah 4:1-3
Isaiah 40:1-8 The grass withers, the flower fades but the Word of our God stands forever.
Jer. 29:11 I have loved you with an everlasting love
 Hope!!!
Hosea 2:19 
Betroth: aras – to become engaged to.  
Hosea 2:21-22  
Jezreel means God Sows
Hosea 2:23 Sows (zara)  You are My people. You are my God
Lo means “no”
Romans 9:25   I will call her beloved when there was nothing lovely about her.
Hosea 1:11 They will go up from the land: they will grow from the land for great will be the day of Jezreel.
Hosea 3:1 He never stopped loving her
Ex. 21: 32 The price of a slave was 30 shekels. So he bought her for the price of a slave.
No priests, temple, divination, idols, etc…
Hosea 3:5
Israel, quite possibly, is in Hosea 3 right now. They are in the land, but God has not gone into her for they have not fully returned to Him.
