Pornography is rampant.
We have played the harlot and there is a spirit of harlotry in the land.
Hosea 4:1 The character of the populous determines the destiny of the nation.
 The Lord has a case against you. 
Case: rib – to quarrel, to chide, to “war it out” verbally. (also in 2:2)
Faithfulness: truth
“Because there is no faithfulness or kindness – truth. No truth. A nation filled with lies.
Kindness: “Chesed” - lovingkindness
Hosea 4:1-2 No knowledge of God in the land, so there is swearing, deception, murder, stealing and adultery in the land.
“Languishes” – waste away
The land mourns because God judges the land as well as the people.
Romans 8:18-23 
Hosea 4:3 
The destiny of a nation is charted by 3 groups of people:
1. The religious leaders
Hosea 4:4 Hosea gave them the picture through his life, now here is the message.
Find Fault:  rib -  contend
Hosea 4:5  Now he is talking to the priests. This is the character of the nation
Hosea 4:6  The priest is the one who is to teach the people about God. If the priests are off, the people will be off.
2. By the voices of the day
The prophets of the day that are speaking to the issues going on in the land were not speaking truth.
3. The political leaders
Many times, for the sake of political advantage, we say what the people want to hear. Many times the politician will not do what is right in order to appease the people.
Do our works follow our words?
Ezekiel 22:23-25  They “fleeced” the people: devouring lives and taking treasures and precious things.
Ezekiel 22:26-27 No distinction between the profane and the holy
Ezekiel 22:28 Whitewash means you just cover up the dirt; not cleaning it.
Ezekiel 22:28-30 “Thus says the Lord God,” when the Lord God has not spoken.
God is looking for someone today, for you and me, that knows God and knows what He says so as a result we will walk in the knowledge of God and we will step out and stand in the gap and call sin, sin.
Ezekiel 22:30-31 I poured out my righteous indignation upon them.
Hosea 4:6 There is no knowledge of God in the land.
Hosea 4:7-10 Now God talks about the priests
Hosea 4:10 They stopped paying attention to God and what He said
Have you let your voice be heard in government? Do they know how you feel and what you believe?
I Cor. 6:9-11 Many homosexuals, effeminate, etc. have come to know God
Hosea 4:10-11 
Eph. 5:18 Do not be drunk with wine. Why? Because you can’t understand, you can’t make good decisions when you ARE drunk with wine.
Adultery, harlotry, wine and new wine take away the understanding.
Hosea 4:12-14 A spirit of harlotry has led them astray. I will NOT punish your daughters or your brides……Why? Because the fathers/men played the harlot, I am not going to judge the daughters/brides because MEN are the head, fathers are followed and will be held accountable for their households. The fathers were not moral, so the daughters were not moral.
Hosea 4:18 Their rulers dearly love shame
Hosea 5:1 Priests, house of Israel, house of the priests, the judgment applies to you!
Genesis 31:47-50, 52-53 May the Lord watch between you and me while we are apart….God is witness (if you don’t behave while I am not around, God get you!)
Hosea 5:2 Deep in depravity
Hosea 9:9 Deep in depravity
Hosea 5:2-4 A spirit of harlotry is within them, and they do not KNOW the LORD. Their deeds don’t ALLOW them to return to the Lord.
You can get so deep into sin and caught in its trap that you cannot return to the Lord.
Hosea 5:8-9 Beth-aven and Gibeah and Ramah were on the border of Benjamin.
Hosea 5:11 Ephraim was determined to follow MAN’S command.
Hosea 5:13 There is no cure apart from God
Hosea 5:14-15 God is saying, “I am going to tear you up and then I am going to go away until you acknowledge your guilt and seek My face.”
Hosea 5:5-6 Why will they seek Him and not find Him there, but in verses 14-15 they WILL find Him? They acknowledged their guilt.

Hosea 6:1-3  
Hosea 4 - 6:3 God bringing His case, contending with Israel, but then giving them a promise of a future and a hope: but AFTER He has gone away.
Hosea 6:2 
Hosea 5:14-15 IN their affliction they will earnestly seek Me.
The time is near when God is about to tear to pieces, and God is about to judge. We need to be ready for that judgment and we need to teach others the Word of God so THEY will be ready.
Warn the people!!!               He IS coming!!!
