Revival or Captivity?
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Pride is insidious: crafty, tricky, treacherous, wiley, sly
Because of Hezekiah’s pride it will be revival or captivity. 
If you allow pride in your life, if you don’t revive, you will be in captivity.
2 Kings 18: 2, 3, 5 
2 Kings 18:6-7 
2 Kings 18:8
Hezekiah even destroyed the high places and there was revival.
1 Kings 18:9-11, 13       Captivity 722 BC
Shalmanaser conquers the north, Samaria
Sennacherib conquers the south, Judah
2 Chron. 32:1
2 Chron. 32:24 
2 Chron. 32:25 …..his heart was proud; therefore wrath came on him and on Judah and Jerusalem
Proverbs 4:23; 23:7
Mark 7:21-22 
2 Chron. 32:25-26 God  withheld His wrath because Hezekiah went from a proud heart to a humble heart. Revival instead of captivity
Revive: to bring it up from the dead
Is. 38:1-3 If he is walking in truth then he is walking according to the word of God.
John 17:17
Is. 38:3-5   I will add 15 years to your life   2 Kings 18:2 Hezekiah reigns for 29 years so this happens in the 14th year of his reign.  So we know this happens before Sennacherib threatens him.
Is. 38:6-8 Why did he get the sign?
Is. 38:21-22  Because Hezekiah asked for it
Is. 39:1-2 Babylon, at this time, is a power that is coming up and Assyria doesn’t like that because it is a threat to them
Beware that God’s blessings don’t become a source of pride in your life.
2 Chron. 32:31 The wonder that had happened in the land was the sun went back!
Psalm 139:23-24 
Right after Hezekiah was healed was when these men came.
2 Chron. 32:2-3 They made sure that THEY had water and the enemy did not
2 Chron. 32:5-7  ….yet HE is going to the king of Assyria and ask for forgiveness
2 Chron. 32:7-8 God is with him!! God healed him and God also gave him a sign
Beware of exhorting people and quoting Scripture and not living it.
Isaiah was written during the time of Uzziah, Jotham,  Ahaz and Hezekiah. So Isaiah is finished with his prophecy at the same time Hezekiah is finished
Is. 22:1-2, 8-11   Nothing wrong with fortifying when you know an enemy is out there. But you have to be careful NOT to trust in your fortifications instead of God.
Is. 22:11-13 God is calling you in your distress to mourn and instead you are partying. 
If revival does not come, captivity will.
Hezekiah does not give God the credit for the sign and for his healing.
Proverbs 21:31
I Cor. 10:12
James 4:6 God resists the proud but He gives grace to the humble
2 Kings 18:13-16 This is the 14th year, the year Hezekiah gets healed.
“I have done wrong”…Was he supposed to pay tribute?
2 Kings 18:17 
Is. 7:3-8 These messengers are standing at the same place where Isaiah stood and told Ahaz, “They are NOT going to take your city.”
2 Kings 18:19-20 Literally, “What is this confidence that you trust?” Where do you get this boldness for this trust?

Pride is moving in your own strength without consulting God
Is. 31:1 Woe to those who go down to Egypt…  
What are you trusting in? 
Is. 31:3, 6-8   The Assyrian will fall by the sword but not of man…
How does God deliver Hezekiah once he revives? The angel of the Lord and his armies come.
2 Kings 18:23-25 Horses were a sign of strength
2 Kings 18:27 They aren’t going to drink their own urine, they have Hezekiah’s tunnel already, but the Assyrians don’t know that!

Lev. 26:14, 19   First mention; first time  the word pride is used.
2 Kings 19:1-4 Perhaps the Lord, your God…not his…will hear all the words..offer a prayer!

Hezekiah humbling his heart, is what makes him great.
2 Kings 18:5
2 Chron. 16:3, 9   Asa starts off well, but ends up paying off the King of Assyria
Asa does not turn back to God.
2 Chron. 25:19   Amaziah defeats Edom and he becomes proud
2 Chron. 26:16  Uzziah became strong and his heart became proud and he gets leprosy which is never cured. Why? He never humbled himself.
Prov. 16:5, 18-19  
Prov. 29:23 A man’s pride will bring him low, but a humble spirit will obtain honor. 
Habakkuk 2:4 Be still and listen to the Word of God. The righteous shall live by faith, but the proud one is exalted in himself.
The Word reveals to you your pride.
Revival can come, no matter how bad it is, if you will confess it, forsake it and humble yourself.
