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Hosea’s 3rd message: Chapter 6:4 – 10
The results of harlotry. 
Where does harlotry lead?
Hosea 6:1-3 Message of hope
“Loyalty”: chesed/hesed – kindness
Israel has played the harlot and run to the nations to get help, but God has shown her her harlotry, but she is not ready to repent.
Hosea 6:4 One minute you’re loyal, one minute you are disloyal…
Hosea 6:5 When judgment finally comes, light comes and gives understanding
God slays them with the mouth of His prophets
Amos 5 was written during the days of Hezekiah and Jeroboam, so it was written during the same period of time as Hosea was.
Amos 5:1-2 A funeral dirge  
Amos 5:4-6 Seek the Lord that you may live
Amos 5:21-24 Let justice roll down like waters and righteousness like an ever flowing stream.
Amos 5:27 I will make you go into exile
Amos 6:5-6 I delight in loyalty rather than sacrifice
Kindness/loyalty is missing in the land
Hosea 4:1 No kindness
Hosea 6:6 I delight in loyalty rather than sacrifice
Hosea 4:1, 6 
When you start being unfaithful to God, if that spiritual infidelity is not repented of and confessed, not checked and reigned in, then you are going to find yourself going into the delusion of going to church, going through the motions and yet living differently underneath. You are going to find yourself under the judgment of God and you are binding chords of sin that are going to cripple you.
Hosea 6:4, 7-8 They have made a choice. They have walked away
Gilead: probably a reference of Ramoth-gilead: a city of refuge that God had set up for the people to run to until they were judged for a crime they were accused of. No one could be hurt there. If they were found guilty, they were released to the accusers for judgment. If they were innocent, they left the city free from harm and if anyone hurt them when they left, they were killed.    Numbers 35
Hosea 6:9 Corruption went right to the priesthood
Hosea 6:10-11 Before God restores the fortune of His people, all hell with break loose.
Zech. 14:1-3 Still to come
Hosea 7:1 When I would heal Israel…..their sin is revealed and they have been found out. They haven’t truly repented.
Jer. 13:11 “For as the waistband clings to the waist of a man, so I made the whole household of Israel and the whole household of Judah cling to Me,’ declares the Lord, ‘that they might be for Me a people, for renown, for praise and for glory; but they did not listen.”
Hosea 7:1-2 They don’t stop in the midst of this calamity and say to their heart, “God remembers wickedness and must judge sin.”
Numbers 32:23  Be ye sure, your sins will find you out.
Heb. 13:4 …..God will judge
Hosea 7:2-3 The king is glad because the people’s lack of righteousness does not condemn the king.
Hosea 7:3-4 The baker does not stoke his fire; it just smolders. This is what sin does….you keep playing the harlot……eventually this fire comes into a blaze and it consumes you.
Hosea 7:5-6  
Hosea 7:6-7  No one calls on God even though they have fallen
2 Kings 15:8-10, 13-14, 23-25  All these kings did evil, but no one called on God!
Hosea 7:8 “a cake not turned”  burnt on one side and perfect on the other
Hosea 7:9 They are deluded about themselves
Hosea 7:10-11 The pride of Israel testified against them, but they did not return
2 Kings 17:3-4 King Hoshea went down to Egypt for help and to Assyria
Hosea 7:1 The silly bird is Israel
Hosea 7:13 Woe to them, for they have strayed from Me
Hosea 7:14 They do not cry to Me from their heart
2 Corinthians 7:8-11 Paul talks about a Godly sorrow and a worldly sorrow
Hosea 7:15-16 Their behavior and their speech will bring them down
Deut. 28:68 The Lord WILL bring you back to Egypt in ships. They are going to be in the bowels of the ships, like slaves
Hosea 3:2 Hosea buys back Gomer at the price of a slave because nobody wants her
Hosea 8:1 Warn them!!
Hosea 8:2 
Hosea 8:3-4
Hosea 7:7 No one is calling on Him!!!
Hosea 8:4-5 They set up wicked kings and let them rule
Leviticus 20  
Jeremiah 6:15 You don’t even know how to blush
Hosea 8:6 A craftsman made it so it is not God.
Hosea 8:6-7 God knows how to get rid of idols
Hosea 8:7  They sow the wind and they reap the whirlwind
Hosea 8:8 They are NOW among the nations
Hosea 5:13 They were going down to the nations
Hosea 7:8 They were mixing with the nations
Hosea 8:8 They are now among the nations
I Cor. 15:33 Evil companions corrupt good morals. Don’t be deceived
2 Kings 15:17-21 Ephraim has hired lovers. Manachem hires Assyria
Hosea 8:9 A wild donkey will not be harnessed
Hosea 8:11-12 
Hosea 8:14-9:1 Do not rejoice with exultation like the nations – you aren’t getting away with it.
They thought that is was Baal that gave them their new wine, oil and grain
Hosea 2:8
Hosea 9:2-3 Now they are eating unclean food
Hosea 9:5-7 In this segment, because of the harlotry, the days have come for punishment and retribution.
Hosea 9:7-9 
Hosea 5:2 They have gone deep into depravity
Homosexuality is not a minority group, it is a sin like fornication, adultery, liars, robbers, etc.
Judges 19:30 Tolerance brought internal war
Hosea 9:10 They went down and worshiped Baal
Hosea 9:12 I am going to kill their children
Hosea 9:16-17 They will bear no children. They will be wanderers among the nations.
Deuteronomy 28:63-68  Fulfilled Hosea 9:16-17
Hosea 10:1-2  Guilt, idolatry…why? No knowledge of God in the land
2 Tim. 3:6-7 Ever learning but never coming to the knowledge
Hosea 10:10-11 I will chastise them. (They loved to thresh because they could eat the grain while they threshed. They weren’t yoked)
Hosea 10:12 Sew with a view to righteousness, break up the fallow ground
Hosea 10:13 You have plowed wickedness, you have reaped injustice.
Be careful. Sew with a view to righteousness and watch God bring in the harvest.
Spiritual adultery breaks the heart of God.
