There was no promise at the end of Hosea 7-10 of a blessing. Has God turned away? Has the Father refused to pick up the child?
Word of Exhortation to the nation of Israel, Ephraim:
Hosea 10:12 Sow with a view to righteousness
Breaking up fallow ground is not easy and takes a lot of effort.
Hosea 10:11 You have sinned. You love to reap the benefits of your association with Me, but you do not want to obey
Hosea 10:13 When we plow/sow wickedness we reap injustice
“If you vote for righteousness, and the country is righteous, then the wars and economy will take care of themselves because God is interested in righteousness and morality.”
Hosea 10:13-15 You have trusted in YOUR way and your numerous warriors
Amos 7:10-11A prophet came from Bethel to say, “Judgment is coming” but they wouldn’t listen because they have closed their ears

Amos 3:7 
2 Kings 15:29  740 B.C. First assault on the northern kingdom by Assyria
2 Kings 17:6  722 B.C. Second assault on the northern kingdom by Assyria on Samaria, the capital of Israel, during the reign of Hoshea, the final king of Israel

“When God is extending His arms to you through Truth, the Word of God, telling you what is right and what is wrong, and you instead think that you can get away with it. And you turn around and you ignore the arms of God and you choose the arms of flesh, you suffer the consequences.”

Hosea 11:1 Out of Egypt I called my Son. 
Hosea begins with the imagery of a husband a wife, but now it changes to a father and child. So, there is more of a greater sense of a lack of maturity, and weakness and a greater need for a father.
Exodus 4:22-23 “Israel is MY son, MY firstborn”
Hosea 11:2  “They”  is the prophets. This is God’s habit of speaking to His people.
Hosea 4:5 The prophet will stumble with you….
Hosea 6:5 I have hewn them in pieces with the words of the prophets
2 Kings 17:6-7, 13-14 The Lord warned His people
Romans 15:4 
Jeremiah 7:25-26 I have sent you all My servants the prophets
Hosea 11:2 They ran to false gods when they had the True God with them
Hosea 11:3-4 
Hosea 11:5 They will NOT return to Egypt, they will serve under Assyria
“Israel cannot be punished unless it is GOD doing the punishing.”
Hosea 11:6 
Hosea 11:7 My people are bent on turning from Me
“They”, the prophets call “them”, Israel, to God
Hosea 11:8-9 How can I give you up? I will not destroy Ephraim again
Deut. 29:23 Show us that these two cities were destroyed like Sodom and Gomorrah
“I am going to judge you now, but I will not judge you forever”
A Love that will not let me go..
Hosea 11:10 
Hosea 11:11 Doves now, like doves that come home
Hosea 11:12  Ephraim surrounds Me with lies
Hosea 12:1-2 “Contend” dispute
According to his ways and according to his deeds, He will judge
Our deeds show what we are and “He gives us the desire of our hearts but leanness to our souls”   Ps. 106:15
Hosea 12:2-3 is Genesis 25:26-34 remembered
Jacob means, “Heal grabber”  
Genesis 32:22-32 Jacob wrestles with God
Hosea 12:5-6  He is calling them, “Remember that you are a heal grabber! You wresteld with an angel and prevailed!!”
Genesis 35: 1, 9-12 Look at your heritage! How he sought God’s favor 
Hosea 12:7  “false” – mirmah – word used for deceit
Jer. 6:13 They are greedy. They want more and more and more
Jer. 8:10 Everyone practices deceit
Hosea 12:8 He is greedy
Hosea 12:9-11 But I have been the Lord your God since the land of Egypt
Gilgal is where they were circumcised before they went in and took the land with Joshua.
Hosea 12:11-13 In Gilgal they have idols
They weren’t rescued because of their own wealth and power, but by a prophet, Moses, sent from God
Hosea 12:13-13:1 
I Kings 11:34-38 God’s promises to Ephraim
Hosea 13:1-2 They just sin more and more
Ps. 2:12  Do homage to the Son “Kiss the Son” that He may not become angry and you perish in the way.
Hosea 13:3  They will be like all of those things that just disappear
Hosea 13:4 There is no savior but ME
Hosea 13:4-6 Here is the danger of plenty (Deut. 8:10-14)
Hosea 13:6-8 “I will expose their hearts” 
Hosea 13:8-9 It is your destruction that you are against Me! 
Hosea 13:10 I gave you a king (I Sam. 8)
Hosea 13:11-12  End of I Samuel and beginning of II Samuel with Saul
Romans 2:5
Hosea 13:13-14 Come on, be born!!!
I am going to let you bear the consequences of your sin
I Cor. 15
Hosea 13:15-16 She has rebelled against her god
Hosea 14:1  Return!!!!!
Hosea 14:2 Take words with you and return to the Lord
I John 1:9  If we confess our sins, agree with God  “homologeo”
Hosea 14:2-3 In You the orphan finds mercy
Hosea 14:4-7 Apostacy means they have turned away from God
Is. 55-56  God is going to bring fruit to Israel again
Hosea 14:8 
Hosea 2:8 She does not know it was I who….
Hosea 14:9 Whoever is wise, let him understand these things.
1. The ways of the Lord are right, even when He judges
2. The righteous will walk in them. If you are not walking in them, you are not righteous
3. Transgressors will stumble in them.
