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Knowledge and understanding is the foundation of everything we do and believe.
“God wants us to see the importance of a single individual’s obedience and that’s where it comes down to you and me.”
Every single individual that knows the Lord Jesus Christ is a vital person in the furtherance of the kingdom of God. Because God needs us in that world in all different spots and places and He needs us there with absolute Truth.
God is in the events of man and we must know and understand it so we have an answer for every man that asks. There is a Sovereign and Holy God that rules in the lives of men.
Like Micah, you and I have been brought to the kingdom for such a time as this.
YOUR life has a purpose and you need to fulfill that purpose in excellence, in truth, and you need to fill it without shame as a bondservant of Jesus Christ.
Gal. 1:10 Am I now seeking the favor of God or of men? Or am I striving to please men? If I were trying to please men, I would not be a bond servant of Jesus Christ.
Gal. 2:20 
You don’t want to give men an answer that they want to hear, but an answer that they NEED to hear.
YOU could spark a revival in an individual’s life. YOU!
Micah sparked a revival in a nation.
Sometimes He sends us to people that do not believe. They heard TRUTH from your mouth and therefore, they cannot stand before God and say, “I didn’t know.”
John 14:6 He is THE Way, THE Truth and THE life.
Heb. 9:27
Don’t give a contradictory message by saying one thing and living another.
Micah 2:6-7 These could be the false prophets speaking to the true prophets, “Quit talking. Don’t speak out!”
But if they don’t speak out what needs to be said, then reproaches will not be turned back.
Whatever it is, whatever tragedy comes, will we use it for a platform for God?
In every man’s heart there is a knowledge of God.
Every disaster, calamity, war and situation is a platform for you and for me to stand and speak out the proper way for God, so that they will have the knowledge of Truth.
 Micah 2:7 My Words DO good to those who walk uprightly.
 Micah 2:11 Speak out truth 
If all they want is prosperity from God, then something is wrong in their hearts.
Micah 1:1 During the timing of these kings, the Northern Kingdom goes into captivity. But this message is to the kings of the Southern Kingdom.
So this is BEFORE Samaria goes into captivity.
2 Chron. 27: 1-2 Jotham was 21 when he became king and he did right. However he did not enter the temple of the Lord. The people continued acting corruptly.
2 Chron. 27:6
2 Chron. 28:1-5, 8 Ahaz did NOT do right. Burned incense, burned his sons….
The Northern kingdom attacked the Southern kingdom and carried away their own brothers as captives! Bad king. Bad people.
2 Chron. 28:9-11 Obed comes on the scene and speaks instruction from the LORD
2 Chron. 28:19-20, 22-24 He closed the doors of the House of the Lord….
Micah is prophesying during these days! Jotham, Ahaz and Hezekiah
2 Chron. 29:1-3, 10 It was in Hezekiah’s heart to make a covenant with God
2 Chron. 29:11 
John 15:16  You did not choose Me, but I chose you!
I Cor. 12:4-6 Paul wanted this Corinthian church to know that they had spiritual gifts. Each one had a gift, ministry and effect that came from God given to them individually! 
If what you do pleases God,  then that is what you must do!
Jer. 23:28 He who has the truth, let him speak the truth.
Jer. 26:1-2This is right after the five minor prophets
Micah was faithful and God used him in a way to turn these people around.
Jer. 26:2-3 Do not omit a word! Perhaps they will listen and turn from their wicked way! And I can turn from the calamity I am bringing.
Whether they listen or not, is not up to you
Jer. 26:7-8 
Jer. 26:16-18 This is the case that these people bring up before the courts in order NOT to kill Jeremiah: the example of Micah.
Micah did his job and God used it to bring about revival. He fulfilled God’s purpose for his life.
What can you and I learn from Micah?
He begins with God.
Micah 1:2-4 God is involved in history. God is coming. 
God is involved in the affairs of this world and He is coming in righteousness to judge this world.
Micah 1:5 He is coming to deal with sin because He is holy
· There is a God and His name is not Allah
· God is a holy God and because He is holy He must deal with sin
Micah 1:8-9 Micah’s attitude is grief. He is broken hearted
· Calamity comes from God
Micah 1:12 A calamity has come down from the Lord. Yes Satan does things but God is over Satan.
Calamity:  Micah 2:3 I am planning against this family a calamity
Is. 45:5-7 I am the Lord and there is no other. There is no other God!!!
Causing well-being and creating calamity: I am the LORD who does all these things.
Because I know who is behind the calamity, I do not fear.
2 Tim. 1:12
Job 13:15
Amos 3:6-8 If a calamity occurs in a city, has not the Lord done it?
Is. 26:9 When the earth experiences YOUR judgments, the inhabitants learn righteousness.
· God’s judgment is because of sin

Micah 3 God is talking to the heads of the kingdoms
Micah 2:1 People have power in their hands so they think they can do it and get away with it
Numbers 32:23 Be ye sure your sins will find you out
