Jesus was crucified about AD 29-30…but that wasn’t the end.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Three days later He came out of that tomb and for 40 days He walked and talked with them before He ascended into heaven.
(She speaks of last week’s lesson, but we don’t have that!)
Luke 24:44 
Acts 1:3-5 ….appearing to them over a period of 40 days
Exactly 50 days after Jesus arose from the dead (the very day they were celebrating the Feast of First Fruits)  Pentacost happened
BEFORE Pentacost, Jesus ascended to the Father and two angels appeared saying to those men standing there saying…
Acts 1:11 “ Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into the sky? This Jesus…..”
Jesus WILL come again.
The Holy Spirit came at Pentacost.
Peter gave a synopsis of what had been, and what would happen  in the Last Days
Acts 2:14-21 
Acts 2:32-35 ….until I make thine enemies a footstool for thy feet. Jesus’ 2nd coming
They overcame even in the face of death.
Acts 7:54  Stephen was the first martyr, being stoned for preaching the gospel
Acts 7:55-58  They covered their ears. They did not want to hear what the Spirit was saying
Acts 7:59-60 
John 6:40 He that believeth in me will never die….
2 Cor. 5:8 Absent from the body, present with the Lord
Acts 12:1-2 James, the brother of the apostle John, was the first Roman martyr  put to death  under the rule of Herod Agrippa I, who ruled as procurator over Rome under Claudius. 
Acts 12:3  
Nero 54-68 AD, began a greater persecution of the church of Jesus Christ
But the disciples knew the end of the story: they had ears to hear
Paul in prison 60-62 AD.  Paul had been saved 27 years earlier
Acts 28:16 Paul was under house arrest, chained to a Roman guard 
Acts 28:22-23 and the Jews came to hear what Paul had to say. He used the same OT scriptures Jesus used to preach Jesus, the Christ, the Promised One
Would they have ears to hear?
Acts 28:24-27  The Holy Spirit rightly spoke through Isaiah…..”you will keep on hearing…..seeing…..”  Ears: but didn’t hear. Eyes: but didn’t see
Before He comes, judgment comes…
The response of these men did not shake Paul because he knew the story was true.
Acts 28:30-31  
In 64AD Peter was crucified, and tradition says he was crucified upside down.
Paul was beheaded in 64 AD. Not crucified because he was a Roman citizen.
Luke 21:20-22 Jerusalem was destroyed in 70 AD just as Jesus had said 
Luke 21:24  …until the times of the Gentiles be fulfilled
Domitian 81-96 AD, another reign of persecution began
Under Domitian the beloved apostle, John, was taken and exiled to the isle of Patmos. Tradition has it that he was dipped in a cauldron of hot oil. 
95 AD Jesus gave John the details of the rest of the story: Revelation.
John had heard and believed what Moses, the Psalms and the prophets had said.
John 1:29-30 This is John the Baptist’s testimony
John the apostle records an account, a fourth gospel written after the three, to show the signs that Jesus did to show that Jesus was the Christ, the Son of God.
John shows that He was in the beginning, the Creator.
Gen. 22: 2 The first time love is used, is in the context of Abraham sacrificing Isaac his only son. Abraham went to where the Dome of the Rock is today, which sits on the rock of sacrifice. It is on a range of Mount Moriah, a range where the crucifixion also took place. 
Gen. 22:7-8   God will provide Himself, the Lamb. 
Gen. 22:13-14  Abraham offered up the ram, in the place of his son. In the mount of the Lord, it will be provided.
John 3:16  Another Father. He gave His only begotten Son to die in OUR place
2 Cor. 5:21 Jesus, who knew no sin, would become sin for us
1 Pet. 1:18-21 You are not redeemed with corruptible things, but with the incorruptible blood of the Lamb of God
Exodus 12   The Passover Lamb whose blood on the doorpost saved them
John 8:34-36  If the Son sets you free, you are free indeed
On the 14th day of Nisan, the Day of Passover, God took His Lamb and nailed Him to a cross and shed His blood so that you and I could be set free from slavery to sin and receive eternal life.
John 3:14-15  Whoever believes Him should have eternal life
Number 21  The serpent Moses lifted up to save the people. All they had to do to live was to hear the story and believe the story.
Why a serpent on a pole? Because Jesus, who knew no sin, took upon Himself, the sins of the world. He took the bite of the serpent so that you and I could live.
Exodus 17 John knew that Jesus was the smitten rock.
Moses heard, Moses believed and he smote the rock and water came forth. The people drank and were satisfied.
John 7:37-39 On the Day of the Feast, Jesus was not yet crucified
I Cor. 10:2-4 They all drank from the same spiritual drink….and the rock was Christ
John 7:38-39    Everyone who thirsts, come after Me
Exodus 3:11-15   Moses called Jesus “I AM”
John 8:23-24   Unless you believe that I AM – Ego Eimi – the self existent one- you will die in your sins
John 8:58-59  Before Abraham was born, I AM – His memorial name before all generations.
John 10:29-33 I and the Father are one.  
John knew that Jesus was God, I Am, before Abraham, eternal God.
The Prophets said:
John 19:35-37  He who has seen has born witness.
Ps. 34:20 Not a bone shall be broken.
Zech. 12:10  They will look on Him whom they have pierced 
Rev. 1:7 Behold He is coming with the clouds, and every eye will see Him, even those who pierced Him: and all the tribes of the earth will mourn over Him. So it is to be. Amen. 
John 10:11 I Am the Good Shepherd. The Good Shepherd lays down His life for the sheep.
John 19:24 They divide my garments among them and cast lots for my clothing
Ps. 22:1, 17-18  I count all my bones…..they divide my garments among them and for my clothing they cast lots.
Psalm 22 is a picture of the Good Shepherd laying down His life for the sheep
Psalm 23:1-3 
John 21:15-19   Do you love Me? Feed my sheep. This is the Great Shepherd who leads us and guides us
Psalm 24   The chief Shepherd
I Pet. 5:4  And when the Chief Shepherd appears…..
Psalm 24:7-10  Who is this King of Glory? It is the Lord of Hosts
Rev. 19:11-16   King of kings and Lord of lords and very God of very gods
