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Revelation 2:  Jesus’ message to the church at Thyatira
Were they right? Were they wrong? Were they too hard?
What was God’s message in all of this?
I. God watches over His Word to perform it.  Jer. 1:12
Be sure your sin will find you out Num.32:23
Gal. 6:8 He that sows to the flesh will reap corruption
II. All the churches will know that I am He who searches the minds and hearts; and I will give to each one of you according to your deeds. Rev. 2:21-23 
Minds = kidneys. To the Jews, the kidneys were the place of emotions, so God is saying He is searching your emotions. We are not to rely on our emotions.
Heart = thoughts. God knows what is going on inside
Prov. 23:7; 4:23
Matt. 15:18-20 
Psalm 139:23-24
Ask God to search us as an individual, community and church.
Rev. 2:18-26 
Rev. 2:26-29 And he who overcomes, and he who keeps My deeds until the end, to Him I will give authority over the nations… 
Every time He identifies Himself to the church His message has something to do with the condition of the church. 
Rev. 2:18 The Son of God says….
Rev. 1:17 When I saw Him, I fell at His feet like a dead man
Rev. 1:12-13 The Son of God that is speaking is God incarnate; God in the flesh.
Because He has been in the flesh He understands the pull of the flesh.
Heb. 4:15-16  God understands 
Rev. 1:13-14 …eyes like a flame of fire.
Rev. 2:18 The Son of God who has eyes like a flame of fire.
Literally: “Who has His eyes like a flame of fire”
As I speak to the churches, I want you to understand, I have fire now.
Fire burns and is a symbol of judgment. But fire also speaks of purification. Fire does not destroy gold, silver and precious stones, but destroys wood and chaff. 
So His eyes are like fire either for judgment or for purification.
Heb. 12:14 Pursue holiness without which no man will see the Lord.
Rev. 2:23 I will kill her children with pestilence (death): children that she has produced, in the church, who are not believers.
Rev. 1:15  His feet were like burnished bronze
Rev. 5:5-6 He bears those scars in His body.
The first thing you came to in the Tabernacle was the Bronze Altar, then the laver, which was also made of bronze. 
Bronze Altar: sacrifice/offerings were made. Picture of the cross of Jesus where payment of sin was made.
Bronze Laver: the priests washed themselves
Table of Shew Bread: covered in gold
Candlestick: covered in gold
Before anything was done, you FIRST came to the Bronze…
Bronze speaks of Judgment 
Gold speaks of deity
We DO all sin, but sin is to be dealt with, not covered up.
Rev. 11:14-18 ….and the nations were enraged because He reigns first of all by bringing judgment, then establishes righteousness.
Rev. 2: 21 He even gives Jezebel time to repent!
If we are going to fear His name we must remember He is the Son of God, one with the Father! 
Rev. 15:3-4  Fear God!!! Thou alone are holy.Your righteous acts have been revealed.
Rev. 19:1-2 His judgments are true and righteous for He has judged the great harlot. Immorality corrupts the earth.
You expect immorality from the world, but not in the church!!
Are you tolerating it? What is the message we are sending to the world?
“As the Son of Man I know you don’t have to live that way.”
Rev. 19:2He has avenged the blood of His bond servants
Friendship with the world, God calls adultery.
Jezebel has led His bond servants, believers, into sin: immorality and eating things sacrificed to idols. Rev. 2:20 
Immorality was creeping in to the church in Pergamum.
If God judges sin, then He wants US to judge sin. We are not to tolerate it.


There is a lack of balance between: 
1. Who God is
2. How the church is to respond to sin
Who is God? God is a god that sees what is good and commends good. He is not indifferent to sin.
Love is essential: Ephesus had left their first love.
God commends Thyatira for their love. 
Love does NOT tolerate sin!!! Yet that is the mentality of our world today.
III. We are not to tolerate what is wrong.  Rev. 2:2, 6, 14
Thyatira was tolerating a woman/Jezebel who is calling herself a prophetess and she is teaching and leading (present tense) God’s bondservants into immorality and eating things sacrificed to idols. Rev. 2:20 
Guilds banded together and feasted in the temples on things sacrificed to idols.
Rom. 1:26   When men do not honor God He gives them over…..
If you begin to diminish who God is and lower the standards of who He is, it affects the way you live!!
IV. We are to judge sin  I Cor. 5:1-7 “You have become arrogant and have not mourned…..put him out from among you until he sees the awfulness of this so that his spirit may be saved, so that he repents.”
Rom. 1:27  You receive the due penalty in your flesh. Sickness, pestilence..
Rev. 2:21  Jezebel did not WANT to repent

He will not tolerate sin or immorality. It breaks the picture of the bride and the holy groom. It sends the wrong message to the world.
He judges: we are to judge what He judges and agree with what He says.
You who overcome – walk by faith – will one day rule the nations.
God will NOT tolerate immorality – be you sure your sins will find you out.
I Cor. 11:31 If we would judge ourselves we would not need to be judged by God
 Search your own heart.
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
