2 Tim. 2:20-21 
Romans 8:1-2 No condemnation for those in Christ Jesus. For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and death.
Sardis had a religion, not a relationship with Jesus Christ.
Eph. 2:1 You were dead in your trespasses and sins
Col.1:13 For He rescued us from the domain of darkness, and transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son
Romans 8:3-4  So when I become a Christian, I live a holy life. I can’t do that when I am lost because I am dead in my trespasses and sin. The Holy Spirit causes me to walk in righteousness and I am set free from the law of sin and death. 
Rev. 3:1 He who has the seven Spirits of God – Jesus describes Himself as the Spirits…the thing they were lacking, which is why they were dead.
Seven is the number for completion.
Romans 8:5-9 Those that are lost are of the flesh. Those that are of the Spirit are saved. You are in the Spirit if the Spirit of God dwells in you.
Is. 11:1-2   Sevenfold Holy Spirit
Zech. 4:2-6 Not by might, not by power, but by My Spirit says the Lord. 
Rev. 4:4-5 Seven lamps of fire – seven Spirits of God
Romans 8:14-16 The Spirit bears witness with our spirit that we ARE the children of God.
Completed – “pleroo”  to be full. 
You have some deeds but they are not complete because they are not born of the Spirit.
Eph. 5:18 …be filled with the Holy Spirit. Same word as “completed”
Is. 1:16-18 Though your sins are as scarlet, they will be as white as snow
Is. 64:6 All our righteous deeds are like a filthy garment. No life. Dead.
Ez. 36:17  They were not born of the Spirit, so their deeds were unclean
Titus 1:16  They profess to know God, but they deny Him….
Titus 2:7 Be an example of good deeds with purity in doctrine,…
Titus 2:14 Jesus redeemed us from every lawless deed
Titus 3:5-7 We are saved because of His mercy, not our deeds
Titus 3:8 Now that I have believed, those good deeds will be brought to completion because they are born of the Spirit
Matt. 7:20-27  They are practicing lawlessness because they do not have the Spirit.
I Thess. 5:1-4 
Rev. 3:4  Why do they walk in white? Their garments have been washed
Rev. 3:5  He who overcomes will thus be clothed in white garments; and I will not erase his name from the book of life, and I will confess his name before My Father and before His angels. 
Their name will not be erased because they have passed from death into life.
But those that reject Him, will have their name erased because they would not wake up. They would not receive the Holy Spirit. They would not become alive.
They made a choice, for God does not wish for any to perish.
2 Pet. 3:9 The Lord is not slow about His promise, as some count slowness; but is patient toward you, not wishing any to perish, but for all to come to repentance.
