The Lordship of Jesus Christ, in regard to salvation

Can you accept Jesus Christ as Savior, deny Him as Lord and still enter the kingdom of heaven?
Can a person receive salvation and entrance into the kingdom of heaven when they knowingly, willfully, purposefully refuse to yield to 3 things:
1.  Jesus’ Lordship over their life
2. Obedience to His commandments/Word
3.  Refuse to yield their will to His

If you are to answer this you must know:
WHAT IS SALVATION?
“sōteria” = denotes deliverance, preservation, salvation.
“sōzō” = saved
If we are saved we are delivered.
What are we delivered and preserved from?  Sin
What is the result of sin?    Death
What is death – eternal separation from God
Where? In the Lake of Fire where the worm dies not and the fire is not quenched.
Matt. 1:21  Jesus means God our Savior   OT = Joshua
Luke 2:10-11  Savior – Who is Christ – Anointed One – Messiah
The Lord = Kurios
Kurios is used in 717 passages. It is used 400 times when we are told to believe in the Lord Jesus Christ.
Savior is only used 24 times in the New Testament with people who are already saved. It is used in relationship to the body of believers and NOT to individuals.
“Lord” denotes authority and rulership.
When they translated “Yahweh” into the New Testament they used 
“kurios” – the most sacred name for God.
 Christ the Lord.  Christ – God – Yahweh.
John 8:34-36  A slave can be kicked out, but a son cannot.
You shall be free. From what? Sin.
Acts 26:14
Acts 26:15-18  Who art thou, Lord?
This is a wonderful prayer to pray for the unsaved:
Open their eyes and turn them from darkness to light
                                             from the power of darkness to God
                                             forgiveness of sins to sanctification
Sanctification: set apart
Salvation is not just forgiveness of sins but it is deliverance from sin because that is what sanctification is – to be made holy.
Romans 1:16-17
Romans 10:17  Faith is taking God at His Word.
What is the gospel that is set forth in Romans?

****Salvation is not mere forgiveness of sins, but it is deliverance from sin’s power through a life of faith****

WHAT IS FAITH?
“pistis”    something you have (noun)
“pisteuo” something you do  (verb)   Believe

****Faith: a firm persuasion. It is a conviction based on hearing.
Believe: to be persuaded of; to put your confidence in. It is not mere credence, intellectual acknowledgement, it is reliance.****

3 Main Elements of Faith (Vines)
1. A firm conviction producing a full acknowledgement of God’s truth
2. A personal surrender to Him. You hear and you surrender.
3. A conduct that is inspired, produced as a result, by that surrender.

Romans 1:4-5  Obedience of faith. Jesus Christ our LORD.
When you really obey there is a conduct that follows.
Romans 16:25-26

· Salvation is not mere forgiveness of sin, but an act of God that delivers men from sin’s dominion.
· Salvation deals with the whole issue of sin, not just with sins of the past, but with the cause of sin within man.

WHAT IS SIN?
Sin is walking your own way. It is denying God’s right to rule over your life.
Genesis 3   Sin entered into the world in the Garden of Eden.





Believe and obey are synonymous.
Hebrews 3:18-19
Eve disobeyed God; she walked her own way. If you are gods, then you don’t NEED God.
Exodus 32:7-8
Is. 53:6  …each one to his own way…
Iniquity – me turning my own way doing my own thing.
Sin is self’s rulership. It is My will, My way, My exaltations, My sufficiency, My evaluation, My estimation, My opinion against what God says.
It is choosing self above God.
Romans 14:23  Whatever is not from faith is sin.
I John 3:4  Sin is lawlessness
I John 5:17  All unrighteousness is sin. The Gospel produces righteousness.
James 4:17 
Sin is rebellion against God’s authority and lordship.
Salvation is submitting to God’s authority and lordship.

WHAT IS THE RESULT OF SIN?
Romans 6:23  Death	
	
WHAT DOES IT TAKE TO BE FREE FROM SIN?
Deliverance from that which produces sin.
What, or who, produces sin? It is not the flesh, it is the old man.
The flesh is not the factory of sin, it is the old man that causes the body to be an instrument of sin.
Romans 6:6 Our old self (Greek=old man) was crucified with Him.
The Bible does NOT say there is a conflict between
                       the old nature and   the  new nature 
                                     But between
                       the old man    and   the  new man
                       the flesh        and    the Spirit
The one that used to make me a sinner is DEAD.
Romans 6:6  Done away with = katargeo = rendered inoperative
Hebrews 2:14 Render powerless – Satan!!!

“How did Satan have the power of death over us when you learned that God is sovereign and that He wounds and He heals and He kills and He makes alive? How could he possibly have that power over us? By keeping us in slavery to sin. (Romans 6:23)  So when Jesus became flesh and blood for you and me and we were crucified in Him, Satan’s power over us was broken! He could no longer lead us into death because we were freed from sin. Do you SEE? Hallelujah, what a Savior.
Satan was rendered inoperative because Jesus took care of it.”
I am no longer a sinner, I am a saint!
I used to be a sinner but now I am saved!
The cross is the means of death for that old man. Salvation is denial of self.
Mark 8:34  He is speaking to the lost! Take up your cross and follow Me.
If I am truly saved, I will be a disciple – follower. (John 10)
Salvation delivers me from me!
Galatians 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ and the life I live I live by faith in the Son of God who loved me gave Himself for me.
Mark 8:35 You are God – I bow the knee
Mark 8:35-38 If I am truly born again, I will take up my cross and live for Him.
The cross is the bridge. IF the cross is the bridge back to God and there is no denial of self and there is no following Him, there is no salvation. (Kay’s opinion based on Scripture).
There is an intellection assenting but no heart change.
Luke 14:25-27 The cross is a symbol of death: Christ’s AND mine
Luke 14:28 When there is true salvation you decide the cost: denial of self. What I lost in Adam I want to have back in Christ.
Luke 14:29-30 Salvation is deliverance from sin’s power.
Luke 14:31-33 I give up the ownership of all.
In God’s sovereignty, what is man responsible to do in regard to salvation?
He is responsible:
1. To repent – sit down and calculate the cost. Repentance is a change of mind.
2. To believe
In the New Testament repentance is used in regard to sin.
Luke 15:7,10 Rejoicing over a sinner who repents
Luke 15:18  Father, I have sinned – repentance
Matthew 3:2; 4:17  Repent; the kingdom of heaven is at hand
 A kingdom implies a king and rulership.
Jesus is LORD. Repentance is turning from self to the Lordship of Jesus Christ.
Luke 13:13 No repentance – perish
Faith is receiving Christ, resulting in salvation. 

WHAT DOES IT TAKE TO GET SAVED?
 Repentance and faith/believe.
Luke 24:46-47  Repentance is to be PROCLAIMED!
Luke 14:33 Goes along with the Rich Young Ruler (Mark 10:17-31)
To be saved you must believe in your heart….confess Jesus Christ as Lord.
Matt.7:21-27  Many will say……
It is those who hear and obey that are My disciples. A life of righteousness. Jesus is Lord and when you give out the gospel – give it out in Truth.
