Rev. 1:1-3 
Revelation was written in 95 A.D.  “near”?
This is a revelation that God gave to Jesus, then Jesus gave it to the bondservants so that you and I could know the things that are shortly going to come to pass.
Revelation: apokalupsis -  an unveiling, to take away a cover so that you can see something more clearly. 
A revelation of Jesus Christ is not simply an unveiling of Jesus Christ but it is an unveiling of things that will shortly take place, of the things that precede the coming of Jesus Christ and follow the coming of Jesus Christ.
In the book of Revelation:
Jesus is the revealer, rather than the revealed.
Jesus is going to unveil, by His Holy Spirit, in the book of Revelation, the things which must shortly take place.
Rev. 1:17-19 This is the outline of the entire book.
Rev. 2-3 Jesus speaks to the churches
Rev. 5:6-7  Jesus is the One who opens the scroll
Rev. 6:1,3,5,7,9,12  Jesus is the Lamb, breaking the seals that show what is going to happen here on earth, that precede His coming.
Rev. 8:1  Jesus breaks the seventh seal
Rev. 21:5-6  
Rev. 22:7, 12, 20  The reward system has something to do with His coming
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Rev. 1:1; 4:1; 22:6  “The things which must take place”:  Ha dei genesthai -  
“shortly”: en tachei 
Rev. 1:19 “After these things”: ha mellei genesthai : Shall, or about to take place or happen.
Things which are about to happen that are going to bring in His kingdom.
Rev. 2:25-28 ….he who keeps My deeds until the end
He who overcomes, and he who keeps My deeds until the end… will rule.
This is a call to you and me to overcome, to keep His deeds until the end: a crown is coming.
Rev. 11:15 
Rev. 2:26  Those that are faithful are those that are going to rule with Him
Rev. 20:4  Revelation is the testimony of Jesus! So Jesus is the king in this verse.
Revelation has its roots in the Old Testament
Daniel 2:20-22 
Daniel 2:27-28 There is a God in heaven who reveals mysteries. He has made known…what will take place in the latter days.
Daniel was written in 605-603 B.C.
The stone, not made with human hands, hits the FEET of the statue.
Daniel 2:40-41 The fourth kingdom will crush and break all the other kingdoms.
Rev. 15-22
Daniel 2:42-43 In the days of the 10 toes: the toes represent kingdoms
Daniel 2:44 The kingdom that God sets up will crush these kingdoms
Revelation is NOT a revelation of Jesus Christ, but Jesus is revealing to us things that must shortly, surely, absolutely are going to happen.
Every part of the statue has come to pass EXCEPT the toes…..
Daniel 3   Nebuchadnezzar made his OWN statue
Matt. 24:6 And you will be hearing of wars and rumors of wars. See that you are not frightened for those things must take place.
Matt. 24:1  Jesus comes out of the temple and His disciples come up to Him and point out the magnificent buildings.
Matt. 24:2  Truly…not one stone will be left upon another which will not be torn down. 
Matt. 24:3 Tell us, when will these things be and what will be the sign of  Your coming? 
Rev. 1:7  He is coming with the clouds…..
Rev. 19:11, 15 He is coming…He will rule them with a rod of iron
Rev. 2:26 Those that overcome will rule with a rod of iron with Him
Matt. 24:3  Sign of His coming and the end of the age
We need to know so that we won’t be frightened or terrified and so that we can tell others, and so that we will be burdened for the lost and we will hold forth the Word of Life for those that are perishing.
Luke 21: 9 Do not be frightened. These things must take place shortly, but the end will not follow immediately 
Mark 13:7, Luke and Matthew all center in the last week of Jesus’ life
The end of it all is the stone, a picture of Jesus Christ, that brings all the kingdoms to an end so His kingdom is the only one left.

Two views:
1. Soon in time
2. Rapidly when it begins
Daniel – must take place in the latter years   605-603 BC
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Daniel: must take place          Matt. 24  29-30 AD
in latter years                           Luke 21:9 These things must
                                                    take place, but the end is not yet


Luke 21:5-7 What is the sign that they are about to take place?
Rev. 1:19 
Luke 21:8  See to it that you be not misled.
They will be saying two things:
     1. I am He/Messiah
     2. The time is at hand
Luke 21:9-12 The wars and the disturbances must take place but the end does not follow immediately.
Luke 21:12  BEFORE all these things..earthquakes, famines, terrors, signs….coming in the future.
Luke 21:12-24 By your endurance you will gain your lives. But WHEN you see Jerusalem surrounded by armies…..
A.D. 70 The temple in Jerusalem was destroyed
Rev. 11:2  Don’t measure the outer court because the Gentiles are there. 
Luke 21:25-28  Signs in the sun, moon and stars
Lift up your heads because your redemption is drawing near.
Revelation will help you lift up your head because Jesus is the revealer.
Luke 21:34-35
If you will hang in there and do your homework, you will know the things that will shortly take place. 
2 Timothy 2:15 Be diligent to present yourself approved to God as a workman who does not need to be ashamed, accurately handling the Word of Truth.
