What are you willing to lose for the testimony of Jesus Christ?
Rev. 1:1-6 
What is the testimony of Jesus?
“Testimony”: marturia -  comes from martureo – to testify or to witness.
A testimony is a witness of a person. A witness has information or knowledge concerning something. 
Therefore, whoever gives information, is a witness:
1. Gives information regarding what he saw
2. Sheds light on something
3. Confirms something.
Gives information, explanation and/or confirmation
He testifies to what he has seen, what he hears and what he knows. 
Rev. 1:1-2 John bears witness to the Word of God
What IS the testimony of Jesus Christ?
Is it a valid testimony? Because witnesses can lie.
Is it worth basing your life on, losing everything you have?
John 8:12 I am the Light of the World.  You will not be stumbling around in life if you know Jesus.
John 8:13-15 “You are bearing witness of Yourself!!”  Even if He did bear witness of Himself, He knew where He had come from and where He was going. He was not judging people by the flesh, or just by what He sees. He has all the facts because He has the whole picture. He IS the Truth.
John 8:15-18 I am not alone in My judgment…. The Father who sent Me bears witness of Me.
Jesus sent and communicated the Revelation to the angel and the angel communicated it to John and John was told to write it down.
God the Father and God the Son originated this “witness”.
John 8:19 If you knew Me, you would know My Father.
John 8:42-43 If God were your father, you would love Me. You don’t even know My Father. You cannot hear My words because you don’t understand the full testimony of Jesus Christ for God is not your Father.
John 8:44 Speaking to the Pharisees, “Your Father is the devil”
Two fathers: God the Father is Truth. Satan is the Father of lies.
John 8:23-24 Jesus is from God and IS God. He was not of this world.
I Am – ego eimi – the Self Existent One, the sum total of who He is.
Ex 3:14 I AM that I AM (everything and anything that you will ever need)
John 8:28  When you lift up the Son of Man, then you will know that I AM. I do NOTHING on My own initiative, but I speak these things as the Father taught Me.
Jesus never acts independent of the Father, so we can believe Him.
John 5:19-21 The Son can do nothing of Himself. The Father and the Son are one.
(remember this is the same John that wrote Revelation)
John 5:22 The Father has given all judgment to the Son
Rev. 4  God on His throne
Rev. 5  Seven sealed scroll
The Lamb is moving in to judgment. He is now the Lion of the tribe of Judah
John 5:22-25 He who does not honor the Son, does not honor the Father who sent Him.
John 5:26-29 Jesus was given authority to judge, the living and the dead
John 5:30 I can do nothing on My own initiative
John 17:21 Jesus prayed that you and I would be one like He and the Father were one.
John 5:30-34 I say these things that you may be saved.
John 5:35-36 (John the Baptist) 
Jesus’ testimony is true because it is validated by God the Father
“Testimony” is used 9 times in the book of Revelation
Rev. 1:2  John is bearing witness to the Word of God and the testimony of Jesus
The Word of God is the testimony God gave about Jesus
Rev. 1:9  I John……was on the Isle of Patmos because of the testimony of Jesus
Why was John there? He had been banished there because of the testimony of Jesus Christ.
Tradition says John was baptized in heated oil, not physically martyred, but banished on that island. He lost his freedom for that testimony.
So, is this testimony worth it? According to Revelation, it is MORE than worth it.
Rev. 12:17 Even if you are persecuted, you hold to the testimony of Jesus Christ
Rev. 12:9  The serpent, the devil and his angels were kicked out of heaven
Rev. 19:10 It’s not just knowing the testimony of Jesus it is HOLDING to the testimony of Jesus.Worship God for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy. “Spirit” – pneuma the breath, the life of prophecy.
All the prophecy, beginning in Genesis 3:15 has life and the life, the center, the focal point, the wellspring of that prophecy the root of that prophecy is Jesus!
He is the Son of God and He is one with the Father. He is GOD!
Rev. 20:4 …I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of the testimony of Jesus and because of the Word of God.
(Apparently it is coming……)
John 6:68 “Where would we go? You have the Words of Life.”
John 14:6 I am the Way and the Truth and the Life. No one comes to the Father but by Me.
Fame, family, freedom…..are not worth the testimony of Jesus Christ
Rev. 6:9 (the altar of Revelation 4) the testimony that they maintained was the testimony of Jesus Christ. 
Rev. 6:10-11  How long????  
Rev. 11:7-10  The two witnesses are also martyred and they look at their dead bodies for 3 ½ days. Then…..the whole world watches
Rev. 11:11-12 The breath of life from God came into them and they came to life.
God is the giver of life.
Is the testimony of Jesus worth losing your life over?
John 11:25”I am the Resurrection and the Life. He that believeth in Me, though he were dead, yet shall he live.”
Rev. 12:11 And they overcame him because of the blood of the Lamb and because of the word of their testimony.
Rev. 1: 5  from Jesus Christ the Faithful Witness
The blood of the Lamb takes care of my sin.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Rev. 12:11 They did not love their life even to death
What have you done with the testimony of Jesus Christ?
Rev. 15:5-8 The temple of the tabernacle… was opened. 
Jesus Christ is the firstborn He was given all judgment. He is the ruler and the wrath of the Lamb is about to come.
Are you prepared? Have you run into the arms of the Lamb?
How do you embrace the testimony of Jesus Christ? By listening to the testimony.
Rev. 1:3 Blessed are those who read, hear and heed.
How do you hold to the testimony of Jesus Christ? You’ve got to know, listen and hear it and embrace it in faith. You do not let go.
The testimony of Jesus Christ is worth losing your life for.
Your deeds will be based on what you believe about the testimony of Jesus Christ.
(The story Kay was talking about was about Lady Jane Gray and Lord Guildford Dudley. She ruled England for only 9 days)
