Don’t forsake your post of truth because the Lord is coming and His reward is with Him.
Rev. 1:4 This message is to ALL the churches, and His bondservants
Rev. 1:4-6 
Rev.1:5-6  He made us a kingdom! Priests!
Jer. 12:5  If you have run with footmen and they have tired you out, then how can you compete with horses? If you fall down in a land of peace, how will you do in the thicket of the Jordan?
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Why are so many falling down defeated? Living for themselves?
Because we are quick to forget who we are and what God has called us to, and
because we are prone to forsake the post when things are difficult, when trials and tribulations come.
Rev. 1:4-5  We forget that grace and peace are ours, and where grace and peace come from.
I Cor. 15:10 Paul is writing to a church that is caught up in unbelief and carnality, but they need to stand by their post!!
Grace: charis = unmerited, unearned favor. Not something you work for but what is freely given. Everything that Jesus Christ is and has is made available to us.
I Cor. 15:8-10 It’s by God’s grace that I am what I am. I WAS……..
Rom. 5:1 Having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ.
NOTHING will happen to you that you cannot handle if you will stay by your post. You will find that His grace is absolutely, totally sufficient.
We run away from our post instead of standing there and appropriating the grace of God.
John 14:25-27 Peace I leave with you; My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Do not let your heart be troubled, nor let it be fearful.
His peace is NOT like the world. It does NOT guarantee that we will not go through trials and problems. His grace comes from Him who is, who was and who is to come!! God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit: The Trinity
Rev. 1:8 
Rev. 4:8 …who was, who is and who is to come.
Rev. 11:17
Rev. 16:5 
Why do we need this description of Him? Because of what is about to come. We need the peace of Him who has always been, the one who is right now and the One who is to come.  If He is the beginning and the end, then in Him I always live and move and have my being. No one has EVER usurped His throne.
Dan. 4:34-35 
Is. 14:24 
The storm that is coming is filtered through His fingers of love.
Rev. 1:4  Grace and peace come from God, not from angels. These Seven Spirits before the throne, may be the Holy Spirit.
Is 11:2 The Spirit of the Lord will rest on Him
Zech. 4:2-5 
Zech. 4:6-9 This is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel (who was to rebuild the Temple and he was having a hard time)  You will do this by My Spirit
Zech. 4:10-14 These Seven are the eyes of the Lord that range to and fro throughout the earth 
You can be His anointed one by standing firm and remembering that it is NOT by my might, my power but by MY Spirit says the Lord.
Seven seals 7 bowls, 7 trumpets, 7 churches….7 is the number of completion 
2 Chron. 16:9a  For the eyes of the Lord move to and fro throughout the earth that He may strongly support those whose heart is completely His. 
Rev. 4:5 
The lampstand represented the Spirit of God
Rev. 5:6 Seven spirits of God sent out into the world
1. He is the faithful witness and He is true
Rev. 1:5 
So many are defeated today because they do not stand by the Truth of God, they believe a lie instead of the Truth. 
If God would not forsake Jesus, who is inside of you, then why would He ever forsake you?
Heb. 13:5 “I will never desert you, nor will I ever forsake you”
Phil 2:5-8 Jesus stood by His post. Why? 
Heb.12:2  He endured it because He looked unto God and because He looked at YOU!
You would not be saved if He had not stood by His post.
Rev. 3:14 The Amen, the Faithful and True Witness
Rev. 2:10  Be faithful unto death and I will give you the crown of Life.
2. He is the Firstborn from the Dead
Acts 2:32-33  All mankind was in sin and condemned to die. (Romans 6:23)
Theology:
****Those who died BEFORE Christ died on the cross, those who looked forward to the coming of Christ, did NOT immediately go into heaven. Jesus was the first one to descend into hell, where He stayed until the third day when He rose again,  and the first one to ever come out of hell. 
He brought those from the “cold side of hell” with Him when He rose on the third day because the price for their sin had been paid! NOW they could go into heaven with Him. When WE die, we are, “absent from the body, present with the LORD****   2 Cor. 5:8
I Cor. 15:20-24 The first fruits of those that are asleep. First fruits means there’s more to come. 
You can die at your post, and have grace and peace: just don’t desert your post.
3. As the son of David, He is the Ruler of the Kings of the Earth and He is the Son of God
Ps. 89
Rev. 1:5 
Ps. 2:1-9
Rev. 19:15-16  He came to smite the nations and will rule them with a rod of iron.
What has God called you to?
What is your post? 
What has God called you to be?
Walk in His peace and grace and remember it comes from the Father, the Spirit and the Son.
