Smyrna was being told to be faithful unto death!
“He who overcomes”  there must be something to overcome
Revelation 4:1
Come up here and I will show you things which will take place after these things
The Lion of Judah is a Lamb
Revelation 6
The Lamb breaks 6 seals
“How long until You avenge our blood?”
Revelation 7
Angels holding back the four winds that are going to harm the earth, sea and trees
Martyrs from the Great Tribulation – They have overcome
Revelation 8
7th seal is broken and 4 trumpets are sounded 
1/3 of the earth, sea, waters, sun, moon and stars are affected 
Revelation 9
5th and 6th trumpet are blown      First Woe
Scorpions come forth and sting man, for 5 months man cannot die
Revelation 10
7 peals of thunder    A little book sweet in the mouth, bitter in the belly
Revelation 11
Two witnesses that bring judgment, then they are killed. The whole earth rejoices for 3 ½ days, but then the bodies are raised and go into heaven
Revelation 12
Woman about to bear a child, he is caught up to heaven. She goes to a place prepared for her.

Revelation 13
Two beasts: First one is from the sea: brings persecution upon the saints
Second beast: has an image made like the first beast, man is to take the mark in order to buy or sell…
Revelation 14
144,000 with the Lamb on Mt. Zion, sickle thrown down, ….
Revelation 14:12 Here is the perseverance of the saints who keep the commandments of God and their faith in Jesus.
Revelation 15
The Temple of the Tabernacle of the Testimony is opened.
7 angels 7 bowls filled with plagues
Revelation 16
The angels dump out the wrath of God
How am I going to make it? There is adequate grace and peace from God.
Revelation 1:4-5 It comes from Him who is, who was and who is to come, the Seven Spirits of God and from Jesus.
Revelation 1:5-6  To Him who loves us..
Things to remember that will hold you in these difficult days:
· Jesus loves us and He keeps on loving us because of who He is
I John 4:10  In this is love: not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son. God is the initiator of this relationship, not you.
I John 4:16  We have come to know and have believed the love God has for us
I John 4:8  The one who does not love does not know God because God is love
Yes, God is also a God of wrath, but not for me!!!!
I John 4:16 The one who abides in God abides in love.
I John 4:17-18  We can have confidence in the Day of Judgment
Romans 5:6-9  Jesus loved us while we were still helpless and died for us.
The wrath of God is poured out upon the earth with the bowls, but we are saved from the wrath of God.
Romans 5:10 
Romans 8:31-39  If God is for me, who can be against me? God is the one who justifies. Jesus intercedes for us. Who can separate us from the love of God?
Revelation 5  The Lamb carries the brand marks of His death for us
· Jesus loosed us, released us from our sins
Revelation 1:5
“released” means to loose
Three things about sin:
· Sin has a penalty – The Lake of Fire   Romans 6:23
Revelation 20:11-12 I saw the dead…which does not pertain to any believer
Revelation 20:12-14  This is the second death: The Lake of Fire
Revelation 20:15  The Lake of Fire
Revelation 19:20  ….these two were thrown in the Lake of Fire which burns with brimstone forever and ever.
So Jesus loosed me from the second death
Ephesians 2:1  I have passed from death into life
· Sin has power
John 8:34-36 Everyone who commits sin (as a habit of life) remains in sin
If the Son sets you free you are free indeed.
In these difficult days that are coming, God is going to judge sinners, the unrighteous.
Romans 6:6-7 Our old self was crucified with Christ.
Romans 6:11-14   Dead to sin, but alive to Christ Jesus. Sin shall not be master over you for we are NOT under Law, but under grace.
Romans 6:16-18 Thanks be to God….you became obedient…slaves of righteousness
· Sin has dominion but Jesus released me from sin’s dominion, domain 
His blood took away the penalty 
Col. 1:13-14  We are no longer under the power of darkness
Acts 26:18  ….that they may turn from darkness unto light……
I Cor. 15:20-23  Christ the first fruits, after that, those who are His
I Cor. 15:24-26 The last enemy that will be abolished is death
Revelation 21:22-27  Only those whose name is written in the Lamb’s book of life will come into that city.
Jesus loves you, will never leave you nor forsake you, He has released you from your sins and the wrath of God is not on you. There is no condemnation on you.
Romans 8
 The power of sin has been broken.
YOU will reign with HIM!!!!
