We are looking at the time that the Kinsman Redeemer breaks the 7 sealed scroll.
This marks the hour of testing that has come on the whole earth to test those who dwell on the earth.
Rev. 6:1-5 First through the third seal is broken
Rev. 6:11-17 
Breaking of the Seals
1. It is a significant act
2. It takes place at a definite time
3. It brings definitive events
The events culminate in the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ
The consequences of these seals go all the way up to when the Lord Jesus begins to reign.
Rev. 19:11-16 
A chain of events begins the moment the Lamb takes and breaks open the scroll.
Rev. 1:4 John to the seven churches that are in Asia
Rev. 1:10-11 
Revelation is a message to the Church
Purpose: To show us what must soon/shortly take place
     Revelation 1     John prepared to give this message
Rev. 1:7 Behold He is coming with the clouds and every eye shall see Him
The tribes of the earth will mourn over Him.
Even though they are going to mourn, He says, Amen. WE would not be mourning.
Nothing pleasant in these events to come in Revelation 6-22. Nothing like these things, in their severity, has happened on the earth before.
     Revelation 2-3 God is preparing the church for the events that are about to come on the face of the earth
Jesus walks among the churches to prepare them for things that will shortly take place. These events begin when Jesus takes the scroll and breaks open the seals.
All are not overcomers in the churches. “He who has an ear…”  Personal message.
Remember all seven churches got every letter.
What about those that do NOT overcome?
If there is a separation from those that are true overcomers and those that are just sitting in the church, Jesus knows that those who are just existing in the church will get one thing, and the overcomers will get another.
Rev. 2:5, 6, 19  Deeds are significant 
Rev. 2:22  Is this “Great Tribulation” a definitive place in time?
Rev. 7:14  Great Tribulation mentioned again
Rev. 7:9, 13-17  These people have suffered greatly
Rev. 2:23 He will reward us according to our deeds because our deeds show what we truly believe
Rev. 2:25-26 He who keeps My deeds until the end.
Rev. 3:1 I know your deeds….your deeds are not genuine
Rev. 3:2  Your deeds are not complete
Rev. 3:8 I know your deeds
Rev. 3:10 I will also keep you from the hour of testing…which is about to come upon the whole world to test those who dwell upon the earth.
When is this hour of testing?
[bookmark: _GoBack]     Revelation 4-5  Jesus is preparing to take the 7 sealed scroll
Rev. 5:1-6  
Rev. 5:7-10 They will reign upon the earth
Rev. 5:11-12  
   Revelation 6   Breaking of the seals which is the beginning of God’s judgment upon the earth: the events that are going to happen which culminates with Jesus coming and every eye seeing Him and all the tribes of the earth mourning because of Him
Rev. 6:1-2 A crown was GIVEN to the rider of this horse whose mission is to conquer. He has a bow, but no arrow is mentioned. Who is he? Not Jesus.
White Horse: crown, going forth to conquer
Rev. 6:4  The rider of the red horse is given a sword and is was granted to take peace from the earth. So he brings war. What preceded the red horse? Peace
Red Horse: take peace from the earth and has a sword
Could it be that the first one that goes out to conquer, DOES conquer and rules in a state of peace?
The second one comes and takes this peace away FROM THE EARTH.
When Jesus comes in Revelation 19 on a white horse, He has a sword. This rider on the white horse has a bow.
After Jesus come in Revelation 19 there is a millennial reign and thrones are set up.
“But both are symbolic of Jesus Christ”  If the first rider is Jesus, then He would have to get on the white horse with His bow, go forth and conquer, then get off and go and break the next seal ……..
How many comings of Jesus Christ are there?
First: as the suffering servant, the Lamb of God that takes away the sins of the world.
Second:  He ascended to heaven, at the right hand of the throne of God, waiting…
Then He will come as Lord of lords to rule.
Rev. 6:5-6  Scales are weighing our the wheat and the barley. Black horse, and you are weighing out food: Famine, which usually follows war.
Rev. 6:7-8 Death and Hades pictured together. The rider is death. Why does Hades follow? Because in all likelihood, that is where they are going to go.
Rev. 20:13 Death and Hades gave up the dead.
Rev. 6:8  Death and Hades are given authority over ¼ of the earth and those that are judged for their deeds are going to go to Hades.
This hour of testing is an hour of judgment, doom and wrath
Their judgment is to see how deep their punishment is going to be, not whether they will go to heaven or hell.
Rev. 6:9-11 Fifth seal is broken. This seal lets you see what the martyrs are saying to the Lord. Martyred souls crying out to God, “How long before you avenge our blood?”
Rev. 6:12-16 Sixth seal is broken (these MUST be successive) “Fall on us and hide us from the presence of Him who sits on the throne and from the wrath of the Lamb.”  Man knows God is behind this and they know the great day of God’s wrath has come.
Aorist: Punctiliar verb (the time can be past, present or future)
Indicative: mood of reality, mood of certainty
Active: The subject executes the action of the verb
So GOD is bringing the great day of His wrath upon this earth and man is recognizing it.
Rev. 8:1  And when He breaks the 7th seal, 7 trumpets come out and 7 trumpets are blown. 7 angels come out and 7 bowls are full of the wrath of God, poured out upon the earth.
    Revelation 6 - 20: The Earth is NOT prepared because they are deceived, because they did not love the Truth so as to be saved. STAY IN THE WORD
All have been given time to repent, yet they did not repent. (some did because you see martyrs all the way through but most did not)
