“Hangeth Thou in there Oh Baby!”
Real understanding of the Word of God, takes time. God WILL open up the eyes of your understanding.
What do you do when you don’t get instant understanding?
1. Fall on your face before God. Tell Him that you realize truth is revealed and that He is the One Who unveils the Truth of the Word of God. The Spirit that is within you reveals truths to us as we compare Scripture with Scripture.
2. Become thoroughly familiar with the text.
3. Let the text speak for itself. Don’t twist or distort it to fit a certain interpretation, or a preconceived idea.
4. Establish the “givens”. What does Revelation say that you can be absolutely sure about.
5. Never alter the obvious for the obscure.
6. Let Scripture interpret Scripture.
7. Always interpret Scripture in light of its context. Scripture never contradicts Scripture.
8. Wait on the Lord, but not passively. Wait actively by praying, studying and staying in the Scriptures and meditating on it.

The “Givens” of Revelation:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]From the 7 Seals come the 7 Trumpets come the 7 Bowls and then the End.
7 Seals start in Chapter 6
Chapter 4 makes the change and begins the 3rd segment which begins with a vision of the throne and a vision of the opening of the scroll that has 7 seals and that the breaking of those 7 seals brings everything that takes us right to the very end. The very end is the coming of Jesus Christ. (Rev. 19)
Rev. 11:1-13 
· A temple is going to be rebuilt so he is to measure the temple
· Do not measure the court outside because it will be trampled by the nations
· The nations are going to tread down the court outside the temple for 42 months = 3 ½ years.  There IS no temple right now because it was destroyed in 70 A.D. It will be rebuilt in Jerusalem.
· There are going to be 2 witnesses for 1,260 days = 3 ½ years         Rev. 11:4-5 Fire will kill those who want to harm them
Rev. 11:6-8 These two witnesses have a Lord, so they belong to Jesus Christ. This city is Jerusalem, where the temple will be rebuilt. 
Rev. 17:8-9 “Out of the abyss”. You can safely say that this beast is the same beast that is in Revelation 11:7 and he is going to destruction. Rev. 17:11
Rev. 17:10-11 The seven heads=mountains=kings. 
Rev. 11:7-8 When these two witnesses have FINISHED their testimony, the beast that comes up out of the abyss will make war with them, overcome them and kill them.  So this comes at the END of their 3 ½ years.
Rev. 11:9 It IS possible for EVERY people, tribe, tongue and nation to look at their bodies now, though it wasn’t when John wrote Revelation.
Rev. 11:10 The people that dwell on the earth are NOT on the side of the 2 witnesses. The beast killed them and they rejoiced, so they are on the side of the beast.
Rev. 11:10-12 How will they behold them? The TV cameras will be on them.
Rev.11:12-13 The voice came from heaven and the two witnesses went to heaven. Where is the earthquake? Jerusalem.
Rev. 11:13-14 When does this take place?
Rev. 8:13 Four trumpets have been blown. Woe, Woe, Woe. The trumpets are still in order. Three angels are about to sound.
Rev. 9:1-11  Fifth Trumpet
Rev. 9:12 The first woe is past, behold two woes are still coming after these things.
Rev. 9:13 The 6th angel sounds
Rev. 10 We have an angel sounding that has one foot on the land and one foot on the sea, he has a little book in his hand, peals of thunder that are about to sound. John is not allowed to write them down, but he is to eat this little book which is sweet in his mouth and bitter in his stomach and he is told to prophesy again.
· Rev. 11  The second woe is past. AFTER the 6th trumpet, before the 7th trumpet, the two witnesses come for 3 ½ years, and the temple is there and Jerusalem is being trodden down by Gentiles so you have to back up 3 ½ years.
What happens in the 7th trumpet? (comes after the 6th trumpet)
Rev. 11:14-19 The 6th trumpet must sound before the 7th trumpet sounds.
Rev. 11:15 -17 It seems at the 7th trumpet that God has begun to reign, an active reign, He is always in control.
Rev. 11:18  The nations are enraged. The time has come to……and to destroy those who destroy the earth. 
Either the 7th trumpet happens instantaneously or it is a time in which all of these things are going to be accomplished. We know that the mystery of God is finished when the 7th trumpet is blown.
Rev. 11:19 More earthquakes
· Rev. 12 Two signs: The woman with child and the great red dragon that wants to devour the woman’s child. But the woman’s male child is caught up to God and the woman flees into the wilderness (12:6) to a place prepared for her by God and she stays for 3 ½ years, 1,260 days.
Can this male child be the church? The church is always referred to as the Bride of Christ, she, and a composite of many members. So, no.
What male has ever been caught up to God and to His throne? Jesus.
· Rev. 12:9  Dragon is the devil, serpent of old and Satan
· Rev. 12:7-9  War in heaven. The dragon is cast down to earth at a point in time.
· Rev. 12:10 Now the salvation, and the power, and the kingdom of our God and the authority of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren has been thrown down, he who accuses them before our God day and night. (Rev. 11:15) This is a parallel. 
· When the dragon is cast down, the kingdom of this world has become the kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ: 7th Trumpet, which opens up the 7 bowls.
· Rev. 12:11-14 Murdered for Christ, or willing to be. When the dragon saw that he was thrown down to earth, he persecutes the woman. So, when that dragon is cast down to earth, whenever that happens, the woman flees to the wilderness for 3 ½ years. So AFTER the dragon is thrown down, there HAS to be a 3 ½ year period. IF this happens at the 7th trumpet, then you have 3 ½ years left.
· Rev. 13  The Beast who has been given his power and authority by the dragon, but for only 3 ½ years. (Rev. 13:5-7) So for 3 ½ years he is going to make war with the saints and he has power to overcome them.
