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Whom do you worship? Are they worthy?
We will be looking at the ones that are worshiped in the book of Revelation so that you are challenged to examine your life to see exactly WHOM you worship.
“Worship” is mentioned more in Revelation than in any other book of the Bible.
Rev. 4:10-11 First time the word is used in Revelation
“proskeineo” – worship: pros – to     kuneo – to kiss   To kiss, to bow down and as you’re bowing down to throw a kiss. 
To worship: to have a movement of the body that shows recognition to another person.
To show respect. To bow or to fall before
To kiss toward.
Rev. 1:1  Purpose of the book
Rev. 1:17  John falls down, maybe because of the very presence of Christ
I John 4:18 Perfect love casts out all fear, because fear has torment.
Rev. 1:17-18  He is the first and last, the Living One, He was dead but is now alive for ever and ever and He holds the keys of death and Hades. This is the reason you are not to be afraid.
Rev. 1:19 Jesus knows EVERYTHING that is going to happen.

The Throne:
Rev. 4:1 These things take place AFTER Revelation 2 and 3
Rev. 4:2 Tradition says John had been dipped in hot oil BECAUSE of Christ. But now, he gets the chance to see Jesus!!!! This is the one Jesus called, “The one that I love.” John 20:2
Rev. 4:2-6 
Rev. 4:6-8 Holy, holy, holy is He!!!
Rev. 4:9-11 We exist and were created because it pleased HIM!
Rev. 4:3 He is described as two stones: a jasper stone, dull but Rev. 21:11 describes it as crystal clear, no impurities.  Holy, Holy, Holy – set apart, other than… No spot or blemish
Rev. 4:3 Like a sardius stone: fiery, red stone. Fire: purification, judgment
Rev. 4:3 a rainbow around the throne, like emerald in appearance
“iris” – rainbow. Only used in Genesis, Ezekiel and Revelation. Could be translated as a rainbow or a halo.
Rev. 10:1-2  Angel with the little scroll has a rainbow above his head
Rev. 10:3-7 
Rev. 10:7-11 
Gen 9:11-13 Rainbow is a sign of the Covenant not to destroy the earth again
Matt. 24:37 Jesus said, “As it was in the days of Noah, so shall it be…”
Gen. 9:16-17 The rainbow around the angel in Rev. 4:3 could be a reminder to God of His covenant. God DOES destroy the earth again, but not with water.
Ez. 1:4-12 Their face doesn’t move because they see with ALL of their eyes.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ez. 1:20,22 A sea of crystal glass is before the throne in Revelation.
Ez. 1:23-28 Ezekiel is seeing the glory of the Lord. The glory of the Lord is: to be able to judge the earth with a flood if He wants to: to be able to make a covenant to never destroy the earth with a flood and He cares enough about man to give him a sign (rain for the first time) of the rainbow to know they would be protected when rain came AFTER the flood. At least when they saw the rain and they saw the rainbow,that He is a covenant keeping God and He promised He would NOT destroy the earth by a flood ever again.
Ez. 2:1-10 Scroll written with lamentations and woe

24 Elders before the throne: who are they?
Kay believes they are creatures God has in heaven that are involved in the coming judgment and they work with the 4 living creatures.
Rev. 5:5-14 Four living creatures and the 24 elders, fell down before the throne and they have OUR prayers in their hands!!!
Rev. 5:9-10 The 4 living creatures and the 24 elders because Jesus did NOT purchase them with His blood like He did us.
Rev. 7:11-14 Four living creatures and 24 elders worship again
Rev. 11:16-17 They are speaking almost as if they are separate from what is going on but close
Rev. 14:3 
Rev. 19:4 They are close to the throne and are worshipping God
These ones are close to the throne, know and see what is going on and worship God.
Is. 24:1-6  The inhabitants of the earth are burned – 1/3 of the earth is burned in Revelation.
Is. 24:11-18 Earthquakes… 
Is. 24:19-23 Hosts of heaven on high is the devil and his demons.
Moon abashed and the sun ashamed…
The elders could refer to the 24 elders in Revelation. Probably not the redeemed of the earth  because the angelic hosts will NOT reign: we will.
Rev. 4:5; 5:6 Seven spirits of God
As you see the judgment of God, those who know God, are before Him and know and see what is going on are ALWAYS worshipping God. Those on earth who do NOT have the knowledge of God are worshipping demons, idols and blaspheming. They do not know the One who sits on the throne. If they did, they would worship Him.
Prov. 15:3 The eyes of the Lord are in every place, watching the evil and the good.
Is. 11:2 The Spirit of the Lord will rest on Him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and strength, the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord.
Zech. 4:10 For who has despised the day of small things? But these seven will be glad when they see the plumb line in the hand of Zerubbabel – these are the eyes of the Lord which range to and fro throughout the earth.
God will move forth in judgment and will judge righteously
Rev. 19:10; 22:9 John falls down to worship this angel and the angel tells him, “Do not do that!!! I am a fellow servant… WORSHIP GOD.”
YOU: worship God alone
Rev. 11:1 Worshippers of God that John counts
Rev. 9:20  Worship of demons 
Rev. 13:4 Dragon and the beast are worshipped
Rev. 13:8, 12  Those who dwell on the earth are worshipping the beast
Rev. 14:11 These people want so badly to eat, they take the mark of the beast which seals their fate, and they worship the beast.
HE alone is to be worshipped and bowed down before. ONLY HIM: NO ONE ELSE. 
Rev. 15:3-4 All the nations WILL come and worship before Thee.
Ps. 2:1, 12 Why are the nations in an uproar and the peoples devising a vain thing? Do homage to the Son that He not become angry and you perish in the way. For His wrath may soon be kindled. How blessed are all who take refuge in Him!
Why? He is worthy
Rev 7:9-12 A multitude before every tribe, nation, tongue and people worship Him.
Rev. 11:15-17 Heaven and the 24 elders
Rev. 15:3-4 Victorious martyrs, who lost their life but are worshiping God 
Rev. 16:5-7 An angel
Rev. 19:2-8  A multitude standing in heaven worshipping God and the Lamb on His throne

Don’t risk your eternity by worshipping man. Those who worship God now, may feel the wrath of man now, but will never feel the wrath of God because they have kissed the Son.
