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The Jew is the key to unlocking prophecy.
The history of Israel is one long confirmation of the accuracy of the Bible.
Romans 1:16
Romans 9, 10 and 11 he stops and explains why, for now, the Jew has not believed in Jesus Christ. He tells us the gifts and callings of God are irrevocable. There are still unfulfilled prophecies yet to be fulfilled.
Brief history of the Jew
2090 Abraham called by God
Gen. 12 Promise that Abraham would be a great nation and all the world would be blessed through him. He was promised the land of Canaan as an everlasting covenant.
1445  Moses led Israel out of Egypt. They were there for 430 years, 400 in slavery
1405  Joshua led Israel into Canaan and they were there until 586 BC
Saul, David, and Solomon were the first 3 kings.
931 Kingdom divided
Northern kingdom went into Assyria in 722 BC    
Southern kingdom was besieged by the Babylonians in three sieges
605 BC  Daniel taken captive
597 BC  Ezekiel and 10,000 were taken into captivity 
586 BC  The city of Jerusalem was destroyed including Solomon’s temple
They were in captivity for 70 years. (started in 605 BC)
Lev. 25:1-4  The Lord spoke to Moses at Mt. Sinai and gave the statute of the Sabbath for the people and the land. On the 7th year, there was to be a Sabbath to the Lord. Let the land rest.
But they did not let the land rest and they owed God 70 Sabbaths. So, He took them into captivity and the land was dormant for 70 years.
539 BC Darius the Mede and Cyrus the Persian were over Israel
Dan. 9:1-2 Chaldeans (Babylonians)  Daniel is now under another king. Darius the Mede
Daniel is studying Jeremiah, his contemporary who was taken captive in 586 BC. Daniel sees that there are 70 years that the land will lie desolate.
Jer. 29:10-14 “I will fulfill My good word to you” “I know the plans I have for you….” was originally spoken to Israel.  Israel has a future and a hope. God promised to gather them from all the nations and all the places He had driven them, and bring them back to their land.
Prophetically, this goes further on than just returning to the land in Biblical times.
2 Chron. 36:19-21 
Dan. 9:3 As Daniel reads this, fasting with sackcloth and ashes, he confesses the sin of his people, beseeching God for forgiveness.
Dan. 9:20-22 Gabriel has come forth to give Daniel insight with understanding. 
Dan. 9:23 
Dan. 9:24-27 Prophecy about 70 weeks given to Daniel.
Daniel was a Jew: 70 weeks had been declared for his people, Israel and your holy city, Jerusalem.
Weeks = years   It can’t mean days, months or hours because none of this would be fulfilled.
70x7=490 years
Dan. 9:24  To finish the transgression, to make an end of sin, to make atonement for iniquity, to bring in everlasting righteousness, to seal up vision and prophecy and to anoint the most holy place.
To finish the transgression: They broke His covenant. He’s going to make a New Covenant.
To make an end of sin: They were sinning against God: idols, not keeping the Sabbath
Atonement for iniquity: Messiah is going to come and die: the Lamb who takes away the sin. In the Law there is no taking away of sin, only covering it. Heb. 10
To bring in everlasting righteousness: From then on, Israel will be righteous
To seal up vision and prophecy:   To fulfill all that He has written regarding Israel
To anoint the most holy place: They were going to have their temple again, but this points even beyond the temple they rebuilt under Ezra and Haggai’s day. 
Dan. 9:25 From the issuing of a decree to restore and rebuild Jerusalem until Messiah the Prince there will be 7 weeks and 62 weeks (69 weeks)

Neh. 2:1 Nehemiah is given permission to go back and rebuild and restore Jerusalem
Dan. 9:25 Jerusalem will be built again.
Dan. 9:26 Any Jew that would have followed Scripture would have known when Messiah would have come.
Luke 19   This is fulfilled
Dan. 9:26 Messiah will be cut off and have nothing and the people of the prince who is to come will destroy the city and the sanctuary. And its end (the city’s) will come with a flood; even to the end there will be war: desolations are determined.
Jesus dies about AD 29-32   
Jerusalem was destroyed by Titus, a Roman General in 70 A.D.
Dan. 9:27 He, the prince who is to come, will make a firm covenant with the many for one week (7 years), but in the middle of the week he will put a stop to sacrifice and grain offering: and on the wing of abominations will come one who makes desolate even until a complete destruction; one that is decreed, is poured out on the one who makes desolate.
This one is going to come into the Temple and stop the sacrifice and grain offering. He will operate for a certain period of time.
We have never seen the fulfillment of the 70th week.
Since 70 AD there has never been a temple.
Luke 19:42-44 You did not recognize the time of your visitation.
If they had paid attention to Daniel the prophet, they would have known Jesus was Messiah.
Luke 21:7-11 
Luke 21:12, 20-21 Sounds like Matthew 24 but it is NOT. This precedes it.
Luke 21:23-24 
Matt. 24: 15-16 When are they to flee into the mountains? Not go back to their houses? When the abomination of desolation comes into the Temple and puts an end to sacrifice.
2 Thess. 2:3-4 The church was afraid they had missed the coming of the Lord.
Abomination of desolation has not occurred yet.
Matt. 24:15-16 
Matt. 24:21   THEN there will be a great tribulation, but it doesn’t start until the abomination of desolation stands in the most holy place: the Holy of holies
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Matt. 24:21, 29-30 AFTER the tribulation of those days…… ends with Jesus coming back with power and great glory.
The last 3 ½ years of Daniel’s 70th week is the Great Tribulation.
Dan. 7:7-8, 11 
Dan. 7:17-18 This has not yet happened to the Jews.
Dan. 7:19-21 This horn that comes out of the ten horns of the 4th beast, wages war with the saints, the holy ones and overpowering them. This is a Jewish book; they have no concept of the church yet. This war is with Jews
Dan. 7:22-23 It will devour the whole earth, tread it down and crush it.  Rev. 13
Dan. 7:24-25  The Jews will be given into his hands for 3 ½ years, the last half of Daniel’s 70th week.
The abomination treads them down and crushes them UNTIL Jesus comes!
Dan. 7:21-25     Rev. 13:5-7     Matt. 24        2 Thess. 2
God has laid out the whole course of history.
It begins with Israel and it ends with Israel.
