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Ez. 36:8-9  The people WILL return
Ez. 36:10-11 
Ezekiel is prophesying from captivity.
Jeremiah is prophesying from the land.
Daniel is prophesying from captivity.
All are prophesying a return to the land.
Is the prophecy we are reading in Ezekiel talking about the return to the land AFTER the 70 years of captivity?
This is a prophecy not yet fulfilled. It started to be fulfilled in 1948 when the Jews began to return to the land.
Ez. 36:12 “You will never be dispersed again.” So this is still yet future.
After they came back from the 70 years of captivity were they kicked off the land again? In 70 A.D. they were again, scattered.
When they return, certain things will happen.
Ez. 36:24  I will bring you into your own land.
Ez. 36:25-27 I will put My Spirit within you…Sounds like that is what has happened to the church.

Galatians   Us having the Holy Spirit
When does Israel get the Holy Spirit? After they come back to the land, after He cleanses them and puts the Holy Spirit within them.
Ez. 36:27-28 
Ez. 36:29-32  No famine on you. (we read of famine in Revelation)
Ez. 36:33-34 
Zech. 14:2-9 The Lord will be king over ALL the earth.
Ez. 36:35-36 I will do it.
Ez. 36:37-38 At the appointed feasts there were LOTS of flocks.
Jer. 31:31-32 The New Covenant The Law was the covenant God made with Israel when they came out of Egypt.
Jer. 31:33-34 All of Israel will know the Lord. 
Jer. 31:35-36 Fixed order of the sea, the sun, moon and stars. If that fixed order stops, then Israel won’t be a nation anymore.
What is going to bring Israel to the Lord? 
Jer. 31:37 God is going to bring them back to the land, not cast them off.
Jer. 31:38-40 It shall not be plucked up or overthrown anymore forever.

The Feasts:
Lev. 23 Feasts that Israel was to celebrate 
Three major feast periods. All the Jewish males were required to go up to Israel on these appointed feasts and were required to do what the feasts said.
______________________1st Month (Nisan)____________________________
                                                Festival of Passover
Passover: Started with the slaying of the Passover Lamb on the 14th day of Nisan.
That is in memory of their exodus from the land of Egypt. The last plague was death of the first born. The Israelites were to slay the lamb and put the blood on the doorpost. They were also to EAT the lamb. Christ died for our sin.
I Cor. 5:6 Leaven was a picture of sin.	
I Cor. 5:7-8  Clean out the old leaven that you may be a new lump, just as you are in fact unleavened. For Christ our Passover also has been sacrificed. 
This feast prophetically pointed to Jesus Christ.
Unleavened Bread: Purging of all leaven. Since Christ your Passover Lamb has cleansed you, you are to rid yourself of sin.  15th day of Nisan.
First fruits: They did not celebrate this feast until they entered the land. Christ has been raised…the first fruits. He rose again on the very day they were celebrating this feast.
I Cor. 15:20-23  He was the promise of more to come, more to live, more to be resurrected. He was resurrected with a BODY!! So will we be resurrected.

Lev. 23:15-21 
Gal. 5:16 If you walk by the Spirit you will not fulfill the desires of the flesh.
Celebrated 50 days after the Feast of First fruits
Acts 2 The Holy Spirit came.
They would take grain from the first fruits, store it, and make bread from that grain. From one big lump they would make dough, separate the lump into two and make two loaves of bread, and wave them. What were they saying, prophetically? Pentecost came 50 days after the first fruits. 
Two loaves of bread: Jew and Gentile in One Body: The Church, which is only possible because of Jesus’ death, resurrection and ascension. After His ascension He sent the Holy Spirit to indwell the believer.
Eph. 2:11-12  Gentiles were strangers to the covenants of Promise! The New Covenant. We had no hope because we didn’t have the promises of God. 
Eph. 2:12-14 Jesus, by abolishing in His flesh, the enmity (the Law), He brought both Jew and Gentile together in ONE body.
Eph. 2:15-18  What gives me access to God? The Holy Spirit living inside of me.
Eph. 2:19-22 
Acts 2   The Holy Spirit came to dwell inside of us
Jew/Gentile in one body: The Church.
Did all Israel come in? No. Most of Israel stayed away.
Rom. 11: 1-2, 5  A remnant of Jews have believed, but not all.
Will all Israel be saved? Yes. When? Have they missed it?
Rom. 11:25-27  A partial hardening has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in.
Heb. 9-10 This covenant (Jer. 31) was fulfilled when Jesus Christ died. The Gentiles got that.
Rom. 11:28-29 The Jews are still beloved. The gifts and callings of God are irrevocable.

                                                Festival of Tabernacles 
Feast of trumpets: Celebrated on the 1st day.  It was used for the regathering of the people. It was a holy convocation.  
Day of Atonement:  Two goats: one was the scapegoat; they pronounced the sins of the people upon his head, and he was taken away into the wilderness. The other goat was sacrificed and its blood was taken by the High Priest and sprinkled upon the Mercy Seat. The only time of year the High Priest was allowed into the Holy of Holies. This was when their sins were covered. 
Jesus, my Passover Lamb has been sacrificed for me. His blood TOOK AWAY my sin and forgave it. He did that which the blood of bulls and goats could never do.
This is the time of the church: Jew and Gentile in one body. Then God is going to bring His people back to their land.
Matt. 24  When Jesus Christ comes back to earth, every eye sees Him, and He sends His angels to gather His elect, the Jews, from the 4 corners of the earth.
Feast of Booths or Tabernacles:    There will be a temple in Israel and He is going to dwell with them.
Zech. 14:9, 16  They built booths and they went out and dwelt in them.
The regathering of Israel, the calling by the trumpet, then He takes away their sin. He cleanses them and puts His Spirit within them and dwells with them forever and ever.
Look up: Your redemption draweth nigh.
The Deliverer will come out of Zion.
All Israel will be saved.
God’s calling and gifts are irrevocable.
Israel, as a nation, will be saved.
